Mayor Johnson convened an executive session at 6:00 p.m. for the purpose of
Real Estate RCW 42.30.140 for approximately 40 minutes.

Mayor Johnson adjourned the executive session at 6:40 p.m.

Mayor Johnson called the regular meeting of the Fife City Council to order at 7:03
p.m. with the following Councilmembers present: Richard Godwin, Glenn Hull
Butch Brooks, Barry Johnson, Rob Cerqui, and Kim Roscoe.

Councilmember excused: Nancy de Booy.

Staff present: City Manager Steve Worthington, City Attorney Loren Combs,
Finance Director Steve Marcotte, Police Chief Brad Blackburn, Public Works
Director Russ Blount, Parks, Recreation & Community Services Director Kurt
Reuter, Senior Planner Beverly Boyle, Planner Chris Pasinetti, Administrative
Assistant Andrea Richards, Municipal Court Judge Kevin Ringus, Financial
Analyst Dave DeGroot, Police Lt. Jeff Westover, and Recording Secretary William
Gow II.

Councilmember Cerqui led the pledge of allegiance.

There were no changes to the agenda.

Councilmember Brooks moved, seconded by Councilmember Godwin, to

approve the consent agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Georgia Lomax, Deputy Director, Pierce County Library System, welcomed the
City and citizens to the library system. Library officials are excited by the vote
from citizens to join the system. The library system registered several Fife citizens
on November 3, 2009 following the general election. The first two citizens to sign
up for library service are Spanish-speaking residents from Fife, with many others

interested in obtaining a library card. Currently, 179 Fife residents have library
cards.

The library’s next steps are providing the next set of services to citizens and
researching needs and specifics for planning a new library. The library will
maintain contact and continue working closely with the City. She congratulated the
City on the positive outcome of the ballot measure.

Mayor Johnson thanked Ms. Lomax and Neil Parks for their leadership and efforts
in moving the process forward. Mayor Johnson thanked citizens who voted in
favor of the library.

Neel Parikh, Director, Pierce County Library System, distributed informational
packets and library card applications. The library welcomes the addition of Fife to
the library system, which now comprises 18 branches. Fife residents can now
obtain a library card through the King County Library System as well as the
Puyallup Library. A June 30, 2011, opening of the Fife Library is planned. Library
officials are looking forward in working with the Fife community.

Councilmember Brooks said although he wasn’t a supporter of a library in the City
of Fife, the voters have spoken through their vote of support, and it’s important for
the library system and the City to work on finding a permanent facility as soon as
possible.

Police Lt. Jeff Westover provided a recap of the 2009 Halloween carnival. Over
300 children and their families attended the carnival. He displayed several photos
of the event featuring children and event volunteers involving police officers, Judge
Ringus, and Councilmember de Booy. Seven boxes of donated food were collected
for the Fife Food Bank. Several high school students volunteered during the event
as well as the Kiwanis Club.

Police Chief Blackburn introduced Sharon Rainon, the new Coordinator for the
Tacoma Pierce County DUI Victim’s Information Panel. Ms. Rainon reported she
is one of several volunteers within the organization who speaks to defendants who
have been court-ordered to attend a panel. She invited citizens and the Council to
attend the annual dinner and award program at Columbia Junior High School on
Friday, November 13, 2009 at 5:30 p.m. All volunteers have been affected by a
DUI crash in some form. She reported on the loss of her 18-year old daughter five
years ago because of a person driving drunk. The panels are held three times a
month. Two are held in the City of Tacoma and one is held at the Puyallup Library.
The organization also visits many high schools and junior high schools, as well as
military bases to share stories. It’s important for people to understand that the
incidents are 100% preventable. Over 17,000 people are killed annually on
America’s highways by drunk drivers. Panel presenters share those stories with
defendants. Funds from the candle light vigil and the silent auction help victims
financially as well as funding the installation of memorial highway signs. Last year
over $5,000 was distributed in gift cards and toys at Christmas for many of the

survivors and their families.

The Candle Light Vigil and the Silent Auction will be a larger event with many
gifts donated by families of victims and the community.

Councilmember Godwin reported on his attendance with Mayor Johnson to the
Pierce County Cities & Towns meeting. He was provided with the opportunity to
represent small cities in southern King County and northern Pierce County on the
Puget Sound Partnership (PSP), and looks forward to working with PSP because of
his passion for ensuring the cleanup of Puget Sound.

Councilmember Hull reported the City of Kent was recently awarded an amateur
softball association 2011 national tournament that will attract over 100 teams to
area hotels and businesses.

Councilmember Brooks reported he attended the October 30, 2009, progress
briefing on the I-5/HOV lane project on I-5 through Fife and Tacoma. Governor
Gregoire and Secretary of Transportation Paula Hammond attended as well. He
attended the monthly RAMP meeting with Director Blount on November 4, 2009,
which included discussion on 2010 legislative priorities. Fife was well represented
with several opinions on the table. Councilmember Brooks advised that he will be
absent during the next meeting. Because he serves as the City’s delegate on the
Pierce County Regional Council, Councilmember Godwin is a voting
representative and has agreed to attend on his behalf at the November 19, 2009
meeting. The Chair and the Vice Chair will be elected for 2010. It’s important for
the City to be represented.

Councilmember Cerqui reported on the recent Lodging Tax Advisory Committee
(LTAC) meeting to discuss several issues.

Councilmember Roscoe attended her last Zoo Trek Authority meeting and received
an original acrylic painting of an animal as a parting gift. The Authority is
continuing work on the budget to match with projected revenues for 2010.

Mayor Johnson reported on his nomination and election as President of Pierce
County Cities & Towns. City of Milton Mayor Asay was elected Vice President.
The meeting’s discussion included updates from the PSP, state budget, and other
issues.

Director Marcotte reported the public hearing is the second public hearing on the
2010 Budget as required by state law. The first public hearing was held on October
27, 2009.

Director Marcotte reviewed several exhibits included within the staff report. The
total budget is $65,624,462 with planned ending fund balances within 22 different

City funds. Planned expenditures total $46,582,298 with the ending fund balance
in 2010 estimated to be $19,042,164 with $13,720,000 within the City’s General
Fund. Budget graphs are available for review by the public as well as the detailed
budget at Fife City Hall. He displayed a pie chart comparing annual expenditures
for all funds by general categories from 2007 through 2010. A similar chart was
presented for revenue comparisons.

Staff recommends the Council open the public hearing to receive public testimony.
Mayor Johnson opened the public hearing at 7:34 p.m.

Sang Kim, General Manager, Baymont Inn & Suites, referred to budget issues
within lodging tax funds and allocation of funds to the swimming pool of $308,000.
He said he understands the LTAC held a meeting and decided that the swimming
pool request as well as two other funding requests was received after the deadline.
He acknowledged the importance of police presence within the City because his
hotel was hit by burglars working along the I-5 corridor. Timing of police response
was impeccable. Police officers were nearly able to apprehend the offenders. He
acknowledged the importance of funding for police officers. He referred to the lack
of support from the City for the amateur golf tournament and the importance of
supporting tournaments. The funding request of $308,000 for the pool is too large.
He and other hoteliers discussed the funding level they could support to help the
City. If the City can manage to locate $150,000 from other general funds or from
the red light fund, hoteliers can support funding half of the proposed funding and
using the remaining funds to fund the other two proposals that were submitted late.

Mayor Johnson closed the public hearing at 7:37 p.m.

Councilmember Brooks moved, seconded by Councilmember Godwin, to
approve Ordinance #1705; 2010 Budget.

City Clerk/Finance Director Marcotte read the title of Ordinance #1705:

An ordinance of the City Council of the City of Fife, Washington, adopting the
Final Budget for the Calendar Year 2010.

Director Marcotte reported the second reading of the 2010 Budget is scheduled on
November 24, 2009, for adoption of the final budget. The proposed ordinance
details planned expenditures for each fund. Total planned expenditures are
$46,582,298 with an expectation of an ending fund balance for all funds of
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$19,042,000. The General Fund expenditure is $13,720,171 with an expectation of
more than $2.5 million in ending fund balance for the General Fund.

The Council has the option of adopting the ordinance as presented or amending the
ordinance.

Councilmember Cerqui moved, seconded by Councilmember Brooks, to
amend the 2010 Budget to revise the Lodging Tax funding allocation to reflect:

e Fife Historical Society - $40,000
e Swim Center - $100,000
e Retain Performing Arts Center funding of $10,000

City Manager Worthington reported the LTAC met on November 5, 2009
following the Council’s earlier discussion and reevaluated some of the proposals
and considered the two late applications. The LTAC also reviewed the request for
Swim Center funding to free up General Fund monies for hiring additional police
officers. He referred to the committee’s recent recommendation reducing the
History Museum upgrades to $10,000. The City Manager’s recommendation is
$40,000. The LTAC reviewed the Performing Arts Center and recommends
$10,000 with the City Manager recommending no funding. The committee agreed
to fund $50,000 for the Swim Center after a lengthy debate. The committee
recommends funding $25,000 for the museum sewer and $25,000 for the Swim
Center Salt Water project. In further discussion with the City Manager,
Councilmember Cerqui indicated that there was discussion for funding the Swim
Center at $100,000 equating to one officer to provide more coverage to the hotels.
He said he supports funding the Swim Center at $100,000, the Performing Arts
Center at $10,000 and the Museum at $40,000. In lieu of the late proposals for the
golf tournament and the festival, the committee recommends rejecting both
applications because of the late submittal.

Mayor Johnson noted that the proposed budget doesn’t include the potential
program changes that the Council previously discussed.  City Manager
Worthington said it includes program funding that was identified as continued
funding in June. The program funding amounts will be adjusted.

Councilmember Brooks said he spoke with Councilmember Cerqui about the
funding proposal and agreed that an appropriate funding level for the swimming
pool is $100,000 to free up General Funds for hiring one police officer. He agreed
with funding the Historical Society at $40,000 with a caveat of ensuring City
oversight and that those funds should be used for the barn with a budget developed
for the work. The Council should consider funding the 2010 golf amateur
tournament even though the application was submitted late because that’s the
primary purpose of lodging tax funds. Another caveat involved with the entire
funding proposal is the intent of the City to sell its property freeing up $450,000 in
committed debt. It that doesn’t occur, it will be detrimental to the LTAC funding
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recommendation because $420,000 is already committed next year.

City Manager Worthington responded to questions about the amateur golf request
and noted the funding request is for $15,000. The funding request is not included
within the LTAC funding recommendation. The international festival is requesting
$25,000.

Mayor Johnson expressed support for funding the amateur golf tournament as well
as the international festival because it’s well attended.

Councilmember Hull suggested providing a lower budget expectation to agencies
requesting funding if the City’s property sale doesn’t occur. It’s important for the
City of Fife to support the U.S. Golf Association amateur golf tournament to ensure
the tournament is successful for future tournaments.

Councilmember Godwin requested clarification on the funding level for the
museum and the current receipts for the work completed to date on the barn. City
Manager Worthington advised that the first review of the billing the City received
is larger than the authorized funding allocation. Staff is reviewing the receipts to
ascertain the correct amount.

Mayor Johnson moved, seconded by Councilmember Roscoe, to include
$15,000 in lodging tax funds for the US Golf Association Amateur Golf
Tournament.

Councilmember Roscoe inquired about the benefits to the City for funding the golf
tournament. City Manager Worthington said the proposal is from the PGA. The
City of Fife will receive placement on the website associated with the tournament
linking to Fife hotels as well as a number of tickets that will be provided to hotels
for hotel guests. The tournament is scheduled to be held at Chambers Bay Golf
Course at University Place.

Councilmember Brooks reviewed the proposed funding level, a reserve amount of
$150,000, and the assumption that the property sale will occur, which leaves
approximately $284,000. Until the City is advised of the sale of the property,
applicants shouldn’t count on more than 50% of their funding allocation. He
suggested including $40,000 for the Historical Society as a placeholder, and at the
earliest opportunity the Council should receive a report from the organization on its
financial situation and a budget for the $40,000.

Councilmember Hull commented on some of the historical contractual amounts
with the Historical Society and funding of the Marketing Coordinator, as well as
the Fife Chamber of Commerce. Those three organizations total a funding request
of $190,500. Adding the pool at $100,000 brings the total to $290,500. If the
property doesn’t sell the other programs might not receive funding. More
discussion is needed to review the worst-case scenario. The funding is designed to
attract tourists to Fife. He expressed concerns about the proposal.
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Councilmember Roscoe said she’s willing to move forward especially in today’s
economy because all jurisdictions are now in the mode of revisiting expenses and
revenue every few months. She said she’s not a fan of the golf tournament but
prefers not becoming paralyzed because of the possibility of problems associated
with the sales of the property.

Councilmember Godwin said the one-time capital requests are dependent upon the
sale of the gathering place property. The proposal reduces Swim Center funds,
which would have funded police officer positions.

City Manager Worthington advised that for one-time capital expenses, it is
understood by staff that those expenses will not move forward if the sale of the
gathering place property doesn’t occur.

The motion carried on the second amendment to add $15,000 for the golf
tournament. Councilmembers Roscoe and Hull opposed.

The motion carried on the first amendment to include the following in the
LTAC funding allocation:

e Fife Historical Society - $40,000
e Swim Center - $100,000
e Performing Arts Center - $10,000

Councilmember Hull opposed.

Councilmember Cerqui commented on the goal to include more funding for police
officers to maintain the staffing level of the department from several years ago.
Unfortunately, the funds from LTAC have not been recommended to help fund the
positions.  City Manager Worthington said he’s spoken with several of the
Councilmembers regarding the situation. There is interest in ensuring the
community is well served by the police because of growing crime in the community
and in the region. There are several ways to consider funding some positions.
Funding the Swim Center provides General Fund monies to fund police officers.
The LTAC funding recommendation will fund one police officer. If the Council
wants to add additional officers, each position will cost approximately $100,000.
Other options include moving expenses in the General Fund to a restricted fund, or
reducing expenses in an area. Today’s economy is difficult for everyone. The City
has monitored on a monthly basis for the last two years in terms of revenues and
expenses, which has created a better situation for increasing the level of police
service to some degree. Most of the other communities didn’t react as quickly as
the Fife City Council and they are still reducing level of service.

Mayor Johnson noted the City has a grant that will add one officer this year. The
grant is for three years. An additional $100,000 from the pool will return the two
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red light officers to patrol, leaving two positions deferred unless other cuts are
made in other departments.

Councilmember Brooks presented an option directing the City Manager to revise
the budget to include two limited commissioned officers in the Red Light Photo
Program to release the existing two officers to patrol. The City has received federal
grants for funding one officer for three years. The LTAC proposal adds another
officer for a total of four officers on patrol than in 2009. The cost to replace the
two officers currently reviewing red light violations with limited commissioned
officers is approximately $108,000 with each officer returning to patrol costing
$100,000 each. By reducing the original goal by one officer, a funding gap exists
of $208,000, which has been closed somewhat by including $100,000 from the
General Fund from lodging tax to cover pool expenses creating a $108,000 funding
gap. He proposed reducing the funding level for the 2010 Street Overlay Program
by $108,000.

Councilmember Brooks moved, seconded by Councilmember Godwin, to
amend the motion to reduce the 2010 Street Overlay Program by $108,000 to
support Police Department positions.

Councilmember Godwin said he also supports adding an additional officer but
considering the City‘s budget status, there are too many revenue sources the City is
depending on in 2010, which may be at risk in 2010 because of the downturn in the
economy. The proposal as stated is prudent considering the current state of affairs.

Councilmember Hull expressed disappointment in some of the projections the
Council has received. He supported a compromise and revisiting the issue next
spring as public safety is of the upmost important to the community.

Councilmember Brooks commented on the Council’s foresight to begin cutting
expenses earlier rather than later. Many of the surrounding jurisdictions are paying
dearly because they didn’t manage things during the beginning of the recession.
The economy is beginning to recover, but it’s too fragile and the Council should
continue taking a conservative approach until some changes occur. He agreed with
the suggestion to revisit the issue next spring. The amendment is a good
compromise.

Councilmember Cerqui expressed disappointment that the Council is not
considering other alternatives. The Council had a similar discussion last year. The
level of service is concerning as well as the current crime level. He suggested
considering interlocal funds with the Tribe or using Red Light Photo Enforcement
funds. He asked about the budget for the overlay program. Director Marcotte
reported the budget is $500,000 for the overlay program.

City Manager Worthington reported tribal funds have been programmed for other
General Fund expenses at the Council’s previous direction. Councilmember Cerqui
said another option could include amending the Public Safety Fund for police

staffing. He acknowledged the funding shortage and expressed a desire to attain
full police staffing at some point.

Councilmember Roscoe acknowledged that the City’s level of service even with
existing vacancies is not below the level of service of neighboring jurisdictions
because of Fife’s community service oriented Police Department. The Public
Safety Fund was established to fund public safety improvements, such as pedestrian
safety.

Mayor Johnson reviewed the proposal that is fiscally conservative while still
increasing the police force by three positions. He acknowledged the Council’s
concerns and desire to add another officer.

The motion to approve the amendment passed. Councilmembers Hull and
Cerqui opposed.

Councilmember Hull inquired about the allocation of staff time that is not fully
allocated within the Red Light Photo Enforcement Program. Police Chief
Blackburn described the difficulties associated with capturing time from various
departments. Essentially, one full time equivalent position is likely spent on the
program through the various departments involved within the program.
Councilmember Hull suggested it might be a funding mechanism the Council could
consider as well. It would be helpful to receive data on the time allocation.

Several Councilmembers expressed a desire to revisit police department staffing
next spring. City Manager Worthington and Director Marcotte advised that the
Council will receive quarterly reports and budget reports during spring to assist in
the discussion.

The motion to approve first reading of Ordinance #1705; 2010 Budget as
amended passed unanimously.

Councilmember Brooks moved, seconded by Councilmember Godwin, to
adopt Ordinance #1706: 2009 Comprehensive Plan Amendments.

City Clerk/Finance Director Marcotte read the title of Ordinance #1706:

An ordinance of the City Council of the City of Fife, Washington, amending the
Comprehensive Plan for the City of Fife pursuant to the State of Washington
Growth Management Act.

Planner Pasinetti reported the ordinance adopts the proposed four 2009
comprehensive plan amendments. The amendments include the school district’s
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Capital Facilities Plans, 6-year Transportation Improvement Program, Water
Comprehensive Plan, and the Driftmier Capital Facilities Study. On August 3,
2009, the Planning Commission recommended passage of the amendments to the
City Council. Staff recommends approval of first reading of the ordinance.

Councilmember Godwin asked whether the Puyallup School District followed up
with staff on a realistic number for the impact fee rate for single and multi-family
homes. Planner Pasinetti advised that the district provided an explanation but did
not provide specific fees. School district officials plan to attend the Puyallup City
Council meeting when the Council acts on amending the school impact fee. The
district argues that they provide an unfunded need and are short one step in
providing an impact fee. Many jurisdictions arbitrarily adopt an impact fee that is
not adequately reflected. Councilmember Godwin said the information is
incomplete. The Fife School District was able to provide an impact fee rate.
Planner Pasinetti said he understands that the impact fee is always adopted
separately through another ordinance.

Motion carried. Councilmember Godwin opposed.

Councilmember Brooks moved, seconded by Councilmember Godwin, to
approve Resolution #1323; Renew 2010 Government Affairs Contract with
Petrizzo Strategic Group.

City Clerk/Finance Director Marcotte read the title of Resolution #1323:

A resolution of the City Council of the City of Fife, Pierce County, Washington,
authorizing the City Manager to execute a contract for government affairs services
with Petrizzo Strategic Group, Inc. for the year 2010.

City Manager Worthington reported on the successful service provided to the City
in 2009, which includes securing federal appropriation for the 70™ Street project.
Having a governmental affairs representative available in Washington, D.C. who is
knowledgeable about the congressional process and can monitor issues important to
the City has been beneficial to the City and resulted in securing funding for several
key projects. Hundreds of thousands of dollars have been expended in flood
planning studies to help the City prepare for flooding through the assistance of
Congressman Adams and Senator Murray. The contract for 2010 reflects no
increase from the 2009 contract. Staff recommends approval of the request.

Councilmembers Brooks, Cerqui, and Hull, Police Chief Blackburn, and Mayor
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Johnson commented positively on the service provided to the City by Petrizzo
Strategic Group. The Council should renew the contract because the City is well
served by the company.

Motion carried unanimously.
City Manager Worthington reported on the following:

* Valley Avenue is under construction along with work on shoulder tiles on
the retention ponds off 70™ Avenue. Updates on construction activity are
provided through the City’s website and by employees.

® The Senior Center Thanksgiving lunch is planned at the Fife Community
Center on November 19, 2009 during lunch. The Council was invited to
attend as well as the community. The Parks Department is accepting
RSVPs at 253-922-0900.

o The City recently closed on the purchase of some property.

The Federal Highway Administration reclassified City streets with many
streets reclassified to a higher level. Reclassification of streets will aid the

City when it seeks federal funding because of the impacts from regional
traffic.

Councilmember Godwin said he’s pleased with construction activities occurring on
Valley Avenue. The contractor is working diligently on the project.

Councilmember Hull commented on the November 3, 2009 general election results.
Voter turnout surpassed the highest turnout of any prior election. There is only an
8-vote difference between him and his opponent. Regardless of the outcome of the
election, he’s committed to working together to unite the community and solving
the problems to make the community a better place to live.

Councilmember Brooks acknowledged Veterans Day, Wednesday, November 11,
2009. It’s important to honor those who serve and have served.

Councilmember Roscoe commented on her participation in Camp Patriot, which
provides outdoor experiences for combat injured veterans. She shared information
on a veteran who recently died from complications from surgery. She expressed

appreciation to the voters for supporting the measure to join the Pierce County
Library System.

Mayor Johnson reported the Council will proactively work on securing a library
location in the City.

With there being no further business, Mayor Johnson adjourned the meeting
at 8:47 p.m.

SUBJECT:  Ordinance No.1705, Budget Ordinance for 2010

REPORT IN BRIEF: The City is required to adopt a budget by ordinance prior to the end of
‘the year. The City has prepared a budget and has held all required public hearings and is now
ready to adopt the budget ordinance.

DISCUSSION: The City Council, as the elected legislative authority for the City of Fife,
controls City expenditures through the annual budget process. This process, as required by State
law, provides for Council oversight and citizen review through several required public hearings
prior to any expenditure of City monies. By adopting the annual Budget Ordinance, Council
creates “appropriations™ for each fund, which serve as the limit of spending authority for each
fund and expenditures cannot legally exceed the appropriations for each fund. As a matter of
policy, the City of Fife adopts an annual budget at the fund level, meaning that Council
establishes the total level of expenditure for each fund rather than individual line items. When
adopted by Council, the attached Budget Ordinance will authorize total expenditures of
$46,652,962 for all funds, with an additional $18,963,500 to be retained in ending fund balances.
For the General Fund, total expenditures for all departments are authorized at $13,820,736 with
$2,555,022 projected as ending fund balance.

The Budget was developed through an extensive process involving a series of Council
workshops to determine budget priorities. The City Manager then developed the detailed
Preliminary Budget. The Budget, as presented, is a balanced budget in that planned expenditures
are kept within expected available resources. The required public hearing for the Revenue
Budget was held on October 13, 2009 and the two required public hearings on the Preliminary
Budget were held on October 27, 2009 and November 10, 2009. State law requires final
adoption of the annual budget ordinance by year end.

Council requested several changes to the Preliminary Budget during first reading on November
10. These changes have been made in the current Preliminary Budget and consist of the
following changes:

o The Overlay Program has been reduced by $108,000 to a new total of $392,000 which
reduces the transfer from the General Fund to the Street Construction Fund.

 The transfer from the Stadium and Convention Center Fund to support pool operations in
the General Fund was reduced from $308,000 to $100,000.

¢ Budgeted FTE’s in the Police Department were increased by 2 positions.

* Budgeted FTE’s in the Public Safety Fund were changed from 1 Police Officerto 2 4
Limited Commission Officers. As 1 unbudgeted police officer was actually working in
the Public Safety Fund because of the workload, this change will allow 2 Police Officers
to return to Police duties.

* The Stadium and Convention Center Fund was changed to include $10,000 for the
Performing Arts Facility and $15,000 for the US Amateur Open.

The Puyallup
School District 2008-2009 Capital Facilities Plan attached hereto as
Exhibit B, and the Fife School District 2009-2014 Capital Facilities Plan
attached hereto as Exhibit C, are hereby incorporated by reference into the
Capital Facilities Element, superseding prior versions.

CPA08-04- Capital Facilities Element Facilities Study. The City of
Fife Facilities Study and Needs Assessment, prepared by Driftmier
Architects, P.S., attached hereto as Exhibit D, is hereby incorporated by
reference into the Capital Facilities Element.

Section 3. Each and every provision of this Ordinance shall be deemed
severable.

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

THIS EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”) shall be deemed made
and entered into this _ day of , 2009, by and between the City of Fife (hereinafter
“the City”) and Kevin G. Ringus (hereinafter “Mr. Ringus”).

WHEREAS, Mr. Ringus is currently employed by the City as its part time Municipal
Court Judge and the City Manager has recently appointed him to a four-year term commencing
January 1, 2010 and ending on December 31, 2013. The City Council confirmed that
appointment on November 24, 2009.

WHEREAS, Due to the unique status of the municipal court judge in relation to other
City employees, the Council has determined that entering into a contract relationship regarding
compensation will serve the best interests of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing promises and the mutual
covenants hereinafter exchanged, it is agreed by and between the parties hereto as follows:

1. Rate of Compensation. Mr. Ringus shall receive an annual salary of One Hundred
Three Thousand Twenty and 00/100 Dollars ($103,020.00). Said salary shall be adjusted
annually in years 2011, 2012, and 2013 to reflect the cost of living adjustment (COLA) granted
to City Department Directors.

2. Benefits. Mr. Ringus will receive all benefits applicable to City Department Directors
other than vacation and sick leave.

3. Pro Tem Compensation. If Mr. Ringus is not available to serve as the Municipal
Court Judge for any reason (sick leave, vacation, conference, etc.) and a Judge Pro Tem must be
retained, then the cost of said Judge Pro Tem shall be paid at the hourly rate set forth in Fife
Municipal Code 2.28.030.

4. Effective Date and Term of Agreement. This Agreement shall be effective
commencing January 1, 2010. Mr. Ringus’s employment under this Agreement shall commence
on January 1, 2010 and shall continue through December 31, 2013 unless terminated at an earlier
date pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

5. Duties and Performance of Services. Mr. Ringus shall perform such duties as are
required of him by the City in his capacity as the part time Municipal Court Judge. The job
duties of this position are described in Washington Court Rule GR 29 and Chapter 3.50 RCW, as
now or hereafter amended. In addition, Mr. Ringus agrees to consult and follow all City policies,
procedures, ordinances, resolutions, regulations, and rules to the extent possible.

6. Termination of Employment.

a. Except as otherwise provided herein, this Agreement shall terminate on
December 31, 2013. Mr. Ringus can terminate his employment under this
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Agreement by resigning as the Municipal Court Judge at any time, but only after providing the
City Manager written notice of not less than thirty (30) days. Mr. Ringus shall not be entitled to
any severance pay, other compensation, or any other benefits in the event that he resigns or quits
his employment with the City, other than benefits which have accrued through the date of his
resignation. Mr. Ringus shall forfeit any accrued benefits if he resigns and fails to provide the
City Manager written notice of not less than thirty (30) days.

b. The City may terminate Mr. Ringus’s employment upon: (1) his conviction of
misconduct or malfeasance in office; 2) physical or mental disability rendering Mr. Ringus
incapable of performing the duties of the office; 3) his ceasing to qualify as a Municipal Court
Judge; 4) if the City terminates the municipal court as authorized by law; 5) his removal from
office pursuant to the Commission on Judicial Conduct Rules of Procedure; or 6) such other
grounds as may be set forth in Chapter 3.50 RCW, as now or hereafter amended. For purposes of
this Agreement, Mr. Ringus shall be deemed to be disabled if he is unable to perform the
essential functions of his position with the City, as medically determined by an independent
physician, with or without reasonable accommodation. No compensation shall be payable after
Mr. Ringus’s disability, other than base salary and emplovee benefits accrued through the date of
his disability, including any benefits payable in the event of Mr. Ringus’s disability.

7. Representations. Mr. Ringus represents and affirms that he is: 1) a citizen of the
United States of America; 2) a citizen of the statc of Washington; 2) a resident of Picree County;
and 4) an attorney admitted to practice law before the courts of record of the state of
Washington.

8. Reopener. In the event a municipality requests that the City and Mr. Ringus provide
additional part time municipal court judicial and support staff services at the Fife Municipal
Court on behalf of said municipality and both the City and Mr. Ringus agree to provide such
services, then the parties hereto agree to renegotiate such terms and conditions of this Agreement
as are relevant to the extension of judicial services to said municipality; provided the term of this
Agreement shall remain unchanged.

9. Dispute Resolution.

a. In consideration for the mutual promises and covenants contained herein, the
parties agree that any controversy, claim, or dispute arising out of or relating to Mr. Ringus’s
employment with the City or this Agreement, either during the existence of the employment
relationship or afterwards, and including, but not limited to, any common law or statutory claims
for wrongful discharge, discrimination or unpaid compensation, shall be resolved exclusively by
final and binding arbitration in Pierce County, Washington before a mutually agreed single
arbitrator from Judicial Arbitration and Mediation Services, Inc. (“JAMS”) or some other
mutually agreed arbitrator. If the parties are unable to timely agree upon an arbitrator, the parties
agree that JAMS will select the arbitrator. Arbitration shall be conducted in accordance with the
commercial arbitration rules of JAMS, unless otherwise agreed by the parties. In the event that
JAMS’s arbitration rules are inconsistent with this Agreement, this Agreement shall control. The
parties agree to abide by all decisions and awards rendered in such arbitration proceedings. Such
decisions and awards rendered by the arbitrator shall be binding, final and conclusive and may be

entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof as a basis of judgment and for the issuance of
execution for its collection. All such controversies, claims, or disputes shall be settled in this
manner in lieu of any action at law or equity; provided, however, that nothing in this Section
shall be construed as precluding the City from bringing an action for injunctive relief or other
equitable relief.

b. Questions of arbitrability or the scope of the parties’ Agreement to arbitrate
shall be determined by the arbitrator. Washington law shall govern any dispute submitted to
arbitration under this Agreement.

c. The City and Mr. Ringus each have the right to be represented by counsel in
the arbitration process. Either party may initiate arbitration by filing a written demand for
arbitration with JAMS, with a written copy to the other party. The parties agree to participate in
the arbitration in good faith. The parties will equally split the cost charged by JAMS for the
arbitration. The parties will each pay for their own respective attorney’s fees and costs. The
arbitrator is empowered to award all types of remedies that would be available in a court of law.
The arbitrator's award shall include a written opinion which shall contain detailad findings of

fact and conclusions of law.

d. Mr. Ringus represents that he understands that by agreeing to final and binding
arbitration, he is agreeing not to maintain a lawauit avainst (e City, and cove Tog oo subjet

disputes covered by this Agreement to a neutral arbitrator rather than to a jury or judge in a court
of law.

10. Best Efforts. During the term of this Agreement, Mr. Ringus agrees and covenants to
devote his best efforts to his employment with the City under the terms of this Agreement.

11. Notices. All notices, demands, and other communications provided for by this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been given at the time the same is
delivered in person or mailed by registered or certified mail addressed as follows:

Either party wishing to change the address to which notices, requests, demands, and other
communications under this Agreement shall be sent shall give written notice of such change to
the other party.

12. Waiver of Breach. The waiver or failure of either party to insist in any one or more
instances upon performance of any term, covenant or condition of this Agreement shall not be
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construed as a waiver of future performance of any such term, covenant or condition, but the
obligations of either party with respect to such term, covenant or condition shall continue in full
force and effect. No course of dealing shall be implied or arise from any waiver or series of
waivers of any right or remedy hereunder.

13. Severability. Each provision of this Agreement shall be interpreted where possible in
a manner necessary to sustain its legality and enforceability. If any provision of this Agreement
shall be unenforceable or invalid under applicable law, such provision shall be limited to the
minimum extent necessary to render the same enforceable or valid. The unenforceability of any
provision of this Agreement in a specific situation, or the unenforceability of any portion of any
provision of this Agreement in a specific situation, shall not affect the enforceability of (i) that
provision or portion of provision in another situation or (ii) the other provisions or portions of
provisions of this Agreement if such other provisions or the remaining portions could then
continue to conform with the purposes of this Agreement and the terms and requirements of
applicable law.

14. Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the
State of Washington without regard to conflict of laws principles. The venue of any controversy
or claim arising out of, or relating to, this Agreement or the breach thereof shall be Pierce
County, Washington.

15. Opportunity for Independent Review by an Attorney. Mr. Ringus represents that: (a)
he has had a reasonable time to consider this Agreement, (b) he has had the opportunity to have
this Agreement reviewed by his attorney if he so desired, (c) he fully understands the
significance and consequences of this Agreement, and (d) he has voluntarily signed this
Agreement after full reflection and analysis.

16. Entire Agreement. This document contains the entire agreement of the parties and
on its effective date supersedes any prior written or oral agreement among said parties
concerning the subject matter contained herein. No waiver, change or modification of any of the
terms hereof or extension or discharge of this Agreement shall be binding on either party unless
in writing signed by the City and Mr. Ringus.

2.48.010 Creation.

The city council desires to avail itself of the powers conferred by an act of the legislature of
the state, entitled “An act relating to city, town, county and regional planning and the creation,
organization, duties and powers of planning commissions,” approved by the governor of the
state on April 11, 1935, and being Chapter 44 of the Session Laws of 1935 of the state
(Chapter 35.63 RCW), and pursuant to such desire, does hereby create as part of the city
government, a city planning commission in and for the city. (Ord. 31 § 1, 1957).

2.48.020 Members — Term — Vacancies.

A. The city planning commission shall consist of seven members. At least five members must
be city residents; one member may be employed in the city of Fife; and one member may
reside within the Fife urban growth area. All members shall serve for four-year terms.
Vacancies shall be filled by the city council.

B. Members may be removed by the city council after public hearing for inefficiency, neglect
of duty or malfeasance in office. Any member who fails to attend three consecutive regularly
scheduled meetings of the planning commission, without being excused by the commission,
or misses six regularly scheduled meetings of the planning commission within any six-month
period shall be deemed to have forfeited his office.

C. Vacancies occurring other than through the expiration of terms shall be filled for the
unexpired term.

D. If a planning commission member disqualifies himself from participating in the
deliberations and the decision-making process with respect to a matter pending before the
agency due to a conflict of interest or an appearance of fairness problem, the mayor, without
council confirmation, may appoint a person to serve as an alternate on the planning
commission to serve in regard to such a matter for the disqualified member.

E. The planning commission shall hold a regular meeting at least once each month; provided,
the meeting may be cancelled in the event there is no business to come before the commission
at said meeting. Special meetings may be called at such times as the commission may
determine in order to efficiently conduct its business. There shall be a fixed time and place for
the meetings of the commission, which shall be open to the public, except as otherwise
provided by law. (Ord. 1577-05 § 1, 2006; Ord. 1473 § 1, 2002; Ord. 1216 § 1, 1995; Ord.
1013 § 1, 1990; Ord. 954 § 1, 1988; Ord. 325 § 1, 1974; Ord. 31 § 2, 1957).

2.48.030 Powers and duties.

The planning commission shall have the following duties:

A. Prepare a comprehensive plan for anticipating and influencing the orderly and coordinated
development of land and building uses within the code city and its environs. The
comprehensive plan shall contain all elements as set forth in RCW 35A.63.061 and
35A.63.062;

B. Promulgate procedural rules governing the operation of the planning commission;
provided, however, said rules shall not be effective until approved by the council;

C. Serve as an advisory body to the city manager and to the council;

D. Perform such other duties as the council may direct by ordinance, resolution or motion.
(Ord. 1398 § 11, 2000; Ord. 954 § 2, 1988; Ord. 325 § 4, 1974; Ord. 31 § 3, 1957).

2.76.010 Creation.

The parks, recreation and community services department citizens advisory board
is hereby established as part of the city government. (Ord. 1583-05 § 1, 2006; Ord.
1316 § 2, 1998; Ord. 984 § 1, 1989).

2.76.020 Purpose.

The purpose of the advisory board is to advise the city of Fife parks, recreation and
community services department director on policy and administrative issues
regarding facilities, activities, budgets and fees. (Ord. 1583-05 § 2, 2006; Ord. 1316
§ 3, 1998; Ord. 984 § 2, 1989).

2.76.030 Duties.

The advisory board, in carrying out their designated purpose, shall have the
following duties:

A. Provide general advice to the parks, recreation and community services
department director;

B. Assess existing and proposed facilities, services and programs;

C. Identify unmet needs and offer recommendations for meeting needs or
improving services or programs;

D. Assist the city in identifying funding sources and securing funding for the city’s
parks, recreation and community services programs;

E. Assist the parks, recreation and community services department director in
communicating parks, recreation and community services needs, services and
programs to the public, governmental agencies, the city manager and the city
council; and

F. Act on behalf of the tree commission, Chapter 2.49 FMC, if no quorum or board
membership exists. (Ord. 1583-05 § 3, 2006; Ord. 1398 § 25, 2000; Ord. 1316 § 4,
1998; Ord. 984 § 3, 1989).

2.76.040 Members.

The advisory board shall consist of seven members who shall be appointed by the
mayor and confirmed by the council. A minimum of five members shall be residents
of the city of Fife and nonresidents shall either be employed within the city of Fife or
reside within the city of Fife urban growth area. All appointments shall be for a term
of three years. A board member may be removed prior to the expiration of his term
for failing to attend three consecutive meetings without being excused by the board.
The mayor, with the concurrence of a majority of the city council, may remove a
board member for failing to carry out the duties of the position. If a vacancy occurs,

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the mayor, with confirmation from the council, may fill the vacancy for the
unexpired term. (Ord. 1583-05 § 4, 2006; Ord. 1493-03 § 1, 2003; Ord. 1473 § 4,
2002; Ord. 1438 § 1, 2001; Ord. 1316 § 5, 1998; Ord. 1198 § 1, 1995; Ord. 984 § 4,
1989).

2.76.050 Procedures.

The board shall adopt procedures governing the method and manner in which the
board will conduct its affairs. The board’s procedures shall provide for meetings no
less frequently than four times per year. The meetings will be conducted pursuant to
the Open Public Meetings Act, Chapter 42.30 RCW. The procedures shall be
approved by a majority of the members present at a regularly scheduled meeting and
a certified copy provided to the city clerk. (Ord. 1316 § 6, 1998; Ord. 984 § 5, 1989).
