Mayor Johnson convened an executive session at 6:00 p.m. for the purpose
of Real Estate RCW 42.30.140 for approximately 45 minutes.

Mayor Johnson adjourned the executive session at 6:45 p.m.

Mayor Johnson called the regular meeting of the Fife City Council to order at
7:02 p.m.

The Council, staff, and audience members saluted the flag during the
presentation of colors by the Honor Guard.

Municipal Court Judge Kevin Ringus swore in Glenn Hull, Nancy de Booy and
Donald Alveshere as Fife City Councilmembers.

Councilmembers present: Richard Godwin, Glenn Hull, Butch Brooks, Barry
Johnson, Rob Cerqui, Nancy de Booy, and Donald Alveshere.

Puget Sound Regional ~ Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) Executive Director Norman Abbott
Council (PSRC) 2040 distributed and reviewed several informational handouts. The PSRC is

comprised of four counties (King, Pierce, Snohomish, and Kitsap), 82 cities,
special districts, ports, transit, state agencies, and tribal governments. The
PSRC is designated as the federal Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
for the region and the Regional Transportation Planning Organization (RTPO)
for the state. The organization serves as a forum for regional decisions by local
elected officials, transportation planning, and allocation of federal
transportation funds to projects, compilation of regional data and forecasts, and
planning under the Growth Management Act.

The region’s current transportation plan, Destination 2030, is being updated and
will be replaced with Transportation 2040. In May, members will be asked to
approve Transportation 2040.

Currently, the President is the Mayor of Everett, Ray Stephanson, with Josh
Brown, Kitsap County Commissioner, serving as Vice President.

PSRC planning documents include:

e VISION 2040
e Regional Economic Strategy
e Transportation 2040

The region is growing with Puget Sound forecasted to see a 36% increase in
population and a 51% increase in jobs by 2040. VISION 2040, which replaces
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VISION 2020, addresses the anticipated growth in transportation, the economy,
and the environment under the guidelines of multicounty planning policies and
the Growth Management Act (GMA) and the regional growth strategy. The
regional growth strategy allocates growth to “regional geographies”, developing
compact communities and centers, promoting growth in metropolitan cities,
core cities, and large cities, and minimizing incompatible rural development.

Mayor Johnson noted the status of Fife as a small city was recently updated to
reflect the City as a large city. He asked how that will impact the City. Mr.
Abbott replied that Pierce County only had one other large city, which is
University Place. Fife’s new designation as a large city reflects a city of at least
22,500 people within city limits and its urban growth area (UGA). As a small
City, the amount of growth for future allocation was less. As part of the large
city category, the region expects the City to accommodate more growth.
Regional growth by 2040 is anticipated to increase by 1.7 million people. The
region allocates based on “regional geographies.” Most of the growth is
forecasted to occur in the cities. Approximately 32,000 people will need to be
accommodated by the cities of University Place and Fife from now to 2040.
Fife City staff is working with staff from the City of University Place on the
appropriate population forecast for each jurisdiction.

Councilmember Godwin asked about the City’s population projection to 2040.
Mr. Abbott replied that the City is in the process of updating its forecast to
2040. Councilmember Alveshere said the number is approximately 2,500
people for the next 15 years.

Mr. Abbott said PSRC’s goal is to maintain rural lands and focus growth in the
urban centers. Currently, much of the growth is occurring within the rural areas
and along the fringe of urban areas, which is contrary to the vision of the
region. However, much growth is also occurring within the cities and major
metropolitan areas. Some of the vision is occurring but urban sprawl is
continuing. Local leaders are asked to align local growth targets with the
regional growth strategy.

Recently, the Governor proposed extending the date of the update of
comprehensive plans from the end of 2011 to December 2014. It could be some
time before the targets are implemented and the vision is aligned with local
plans. PSRC plans to revisit the numbers and the plans after the update to
ascertain how well the region is aligning with its targets.

Mr. Abbott provided online information for local governments to utilize during
its planning process.

The draft Transportation 2040 plan is anticipated to be released by the end of
January. The Transportation Policy Board (TPB) will be asked to take action
on the plan in March. The public review process begins after its release in
January through March prior to the TPB taking action.
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Preferred Alternative
for Port of Tacoma
Road Interchange

Councilmember Alveshere asked whether the PSRC has a tracking mechanism
for monitoring whether growth in occurring in urban areas based on targets and
the desire to avoid growth occurring in the rural areas. Mr. Abbott said the
regional body is the mechanism for working together and agreeing on where
growth should occur, monitoring to ensure growth is occurring where planned
and, revising plans to address issues as they occur. There are things that can be
done and Pierce County is updating its transportation plan and has expressed
interest in clustering growth to reduce sprawl because of the difficulty in
funding that sprawl.

Councilmember de Booy asked whether the growth projection is based on
Fife’s urban growth area as well. Mr. Abbott said the projection includes the
growth area. The regional geographies include all types of cities and the
unincorporated areas of the counties.

Director Blount introduced Jilma Jimenez, Project Manager, Berger/ABAM.
Ms. Jimenez has led a successful effort over the last year on behalf of the City
to bring together all the stakeholders involved in the Port of Tacoma Road/I-5
interchange to work on a preferred alternative. The effort is federally funded
and this particular phase does not include any funds from the City but includes
funds appropriated by the City’s congressional delegates in recognition the
interchange has in the region’s economic growth.

Ms. Jimenez introduced Tom Noguchi, Transportation Modeler.

Ms. Jimenez outlined the project area involving the area of the Port of Tacoma
Road and the I-5 interchange. As inferred by the name of the road, the roadway
is the main access point to the Port of Tacoma and unlike many other
interchanges; it’s not uncommon for the interchange to experience upwards of
30% truck traffic. That factor coupled with six closely spaced intersections
within one half mile of the area make it very difficult for freight and vehicles to
maneuver through the area. Working under the direction of Director Blount and
several partner agencies and stakeholders, project goals and objectives were
developed of providing efficient movement of traffic into and out of the Port of
Tacoma and surrounding areas, especially for trucks, and to improve safety and
reliability of access to local area businesses while balancing the effects to the
natural community environment.

Three different alternative development meetings were held resulting in the
development of 12 alternatives for the project area. A specific and detailed
screening process was developed to evaluate all 12 alternatives. Traffic
modeling was an important part of the work. The base year selected for the
study effort was 2006 because the economy at that time was vibrant. The team,
using an array of information from different sources including PSRC
information and the regional transportation model, developed travel demand
forecasting to 2040. The models were not able to predict the length of cueing in
the area in 2040 if no improvements occur because of the degree of gridlock
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and the length of cueing.

Ms. Jimenez presented a simulation of what occurs in 2040 if no improvements
occur. The backup on 20™ is extensive from Port of Tacoma Road to 54™ as
well as along Pacific Highway. Traffic cueing backs up to SR509. In many
cases, traffic experiences several cycles of lights before clearing intersections.

The alternatives were screened for environmental effects as well as hazardous
and noise impacts.

Ms. Jimenez presented the preferred alternative, a diamond couplet. Once built,
it would be one of the few interchanges of this type in the state. Movements
within the couplet are one way and work better than the existing configuration
by increasing capacity to trucks by accessing the area through 34™ and the Port
of Tacoma Road. Creating one way movements result in fewer phases of
signals enabling more processing of vehicles. She displayed a simulation of the
preferred alternative. Modeling was conducted on the worst peak hour of traffic.
The model reveals no gridlock occurring with a diamond couplet design. The
preferred alternative was presented to the Federal Highway Administration
(FHWA) in November. FHWA officials offered positive comments and the
team received concurrence, which is important because no improvements can
occur to the interchange without approval of the FHWA.

Councilmember Hull asked whether the modeling assumes SR167 will be open.
Ms. Jimenez said the team began with the presumption that SR167 was not
open, but eventuallg determined that without access to SR167 or major
improvements to 54"; it’s not possible for vehicles to access Port of Tacoma
Road in 2040. Subsequently, the model assumes SR167 will be open.

Mayor Johnson asked whether traffic projections accounted for increased
growth in freight movement at the Port from the Panama Canal and the South
East. Ms. Jimenez said Port officials reviewed planning scenarios for those
areas and provided some growth projections, which was used in generating the
number of vehicles.

The project included the development of a Technical Advisory Committee
(TAC) comprised of representatives from the City of Fife, WSDOT, FHWA,
Port of Tacoma, Marine View Ventures, Puyallup Tribe, Washington Trucking
Association, and the Freight Mobility Strategic Investment Board.

Next steps include completing environmental documentation and preparation of

" an Interchange Justification Report that is required by the FHWA for any

project involving a federal interchange. The preparation of construction
documents will follow.

Councilmember Brooks asked about the number of alternatives the team
analyzed. Ms. Jimenez said the team began initially with 15 alternatives and
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merged some of the best components into 12 alternatives. The 12 alternatives
underwent an extensive three level peer review for any fatal flaws. The first
review analyzed fatal flaws and costs. The result was nine alternatives. The
second level review involved geometry to ensure the design would work. That
review produced four alternatives. Traffic modeling information was applied
to the four alternatives to ascertain how each alternative addressed traffic
concerns. That review produced two alternatives. The TAC asked for detailed
simulations of the two alternatives. The issue with a single point intersection is
that it cannot be constructed in phases, which would result in the closure of Port
of Tacoma Road for up to a year, which is not possible operationally for the
Port. The diamond couplet performed better than the single point urban
interchange and could be constructed in phases.

Mr. Noguchi added that in order for the single point interchange to work, it
would require widening the intersection of Highway 99 and Port of Tacoma
Road to up to eight lanes creating safety issues for pedestrian crossings. Ms.
Jimenez said both alternatives would incur similar costs. The diamond couplet
can be built in phases whereas the single point intersection would require
funding upfront to complete the project.

Councilmember de Booy acknowledged that improvements are needed. She
expressed concerns with some backup occurring. Ms. Jimenez acknowledged
that there will be some traffic backups. However, the diamond couplet
alternative will improve backups that the area is experiencing today as well as
improving the capacity for growth. Currently, the levels of service at some of
the intersections today are D, E, and F. The alternative would improve service
to level A and would operate better than today.

Councilmember Cerqui asked whether the modeling assumes some containers
will move by rail. Mr. Noguchi said the analysis assumes a substantial number
of containers will be removed by rail, but there will be some percentage of
containers moved by trucks. The analysis projects to 2040 and assumes the
current downturn in the economy will begin to improve and result in substantial
growth in Port activities. Councilmember Cerqui asked whether the team
considered future light rail needs in that area. Mr. Noguchi said the team did
not consider light rail in the modeling assumption.

Councilmember Hull commented on the diversity of the team and questioned
whether there was consensus by all members on the preferred alternative. Ms.
Jimenez reported that at the conclusion of the meetings, all stakeholders, with
the exception of WSDOT, supported the preferred alternative. WSDOT
representatives did not offer consent at that time until the department completed
a detailed review of the models. All the questions the department asked were
answered thoroughly. At this time, all stakeholders including, WSDOT and the
FHWA, are in support of the preferred alternative.

Councilmember Hull commented on the probability of completing SR167 and
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National Night Out
Award

how that will impact the project. Director Blount indicated it boils down to a
political budgeting issue. At an earlier meeting in the day with WSDOT
officials concerning SR167, funding for the approximate cost of $2 billion for
the SR167 project was discussed with one option of tolling, which based on
estimates, would only produce $330 million creating a $1.7 billion budget gap.
There will be refinements, but it points to the problem that SR167 is not an
easily funded project. Another reason the project is moving forward is to buy
some time to give the state time to develop a $2 billion budget. The project
would substantially improve freight capacity and the Port’s competitiveness on
the West Coast. Over a 30-year planning horizon, both projects will be needed.

Councilmember Hull asked if a model was analyzed without SR167. Mr.
Noguchi indicated that he’s unsure what could be gained other than there would
be a gridlock of vehicles on streets. Ms. Jimenez said that additionally, there
are some interim improvements that the state could do to 54™ to extend the life
of the area without extending SR167 and still enable vehicle access to the area.
The analysis revealed that without the 54™ and SR167 projects, movement of
freight would not be possible to move through the Port of Tacoma Road.

Councilmember Brooks asked whether there’s any difference between the two
alternatives to accommodate light rail crossing up and over Port of Tacoma
Road and 34™ with the acknowledgment that there would be additional
construction costs. Director Blount said light rail could operate along the street
level along Pacific Highway. He noted the topic is a completely different
planning process that is not part of this particular study and without further
analysis it would be difficult to rule one alternative better than the other. Ms.
Jimenez said both alternatives are basically the same level in elevation. There
is nothing in the project that would impact any decisions on raising light right
through the area or placing it at street level.

Councilmember Brooks said at this point, the City of Fife is the lead on the
project, he asked staff how they foresee the City moving forward in terms of
pursuing federal funding support on behalf of others. City Manager
Worthington said the project is clearly to the benefit of others, but clearly it is
in the City’s interest for the project to move forward. The reason for the study
is based on the success of the Council and other investments secured by other
partners. Representative Adam Smith has requested funds within the Highway
Reauthorization Bill based on the Council’s previous request of $8 million.

Director Blount described the project as halfway completed. At this point, the
funding allocation will fund the detailed environmental documentation and then
a first phase construction package. The next step is approaching the
congressional delegation for the next phase.

Police Chief Blackburn reported on the National Night Out event attended by
375 citizens. The City of Fife was one of the few cities in Pierce County that
received the National Award Winner for its outstanding participation in the 26
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Annual National Night Out event from the National Association of Town
Watch. Police Chief Blackburn presented the plaque to Mayor Johnson. Mayor
Johnson thanked the Police Chief and the Police Department for their efforts.
2009 Nutcracker Marketing Coordinator Potter reported on the December 19 and 20, 2009
Performance performances of the Nutcracker by the 9" Avenue Studio of Dance. Over 700
people attended the performances. She presented a slide show of highlights
from the show.
On February 13, 2010, Up in the Air: A Juggler’s Tale of Circus & Invention
will be featured at the Fife Performing Arts Center at Columbia Junior High
School.
COUNCIL Councilmember Hull reported on his attendance to the South Sound Chamber of
DELEGATE REPORT Commerce’s recent luncheon. Majority Senate Leader Lisa Brown was in

attendance and spoke about the problems associated with the state’s budget and
potential ways for increasing revenues. A senate hearing is scheduled on proper
disposal of unused medicine.

Councilmember Brooks said he also attended the chamber function and
monthly RAMP meeting with several legislators in attendance who shared
information on the outlook for transportation during the short legislative
session. Sadly, the region suffered the loss of another law enforcement officer.
A number of City staff and Councilmembers attended the memorial service for
Pierce County Deputy Kent Mundell.

Councilmember Cerqui reported he attended Fife Historical Society’s annual
meeting at the Fife Historical Museum as well as touring the barn. He attended
a send-off dinner for several legislators and received an overview of pending
issues during the upcoming legislative session. He also attended the funeral of
a long-time Fife farmer.

Councilmember de Booy reported she attended the memorial service as well as
the Christmas luncheon at the Fife Community Center. She attended the Fife
Historical Society annual meeting and toured the barn. She volunteered for a
Christmas dinner at the Community Center for swim center groups.

Councilmember Alveshere said he also attended the send-off dinner for several
legislators.

Mayor Johnson reported on his attendance to the Pierce County Cities and
Towns meeting. Pierce County Executive Pat McCarthy shared information on
what Pierce County is pursuing to attract the biotech industry. He is scheduled
to attend a Puyallup River Executive Task Force meeting with City Manager
Worthington. He also attended the Deputy’s memorial service. There was a
great deal of support from the community for his family.

Motion Councilmember Hull moved, seconded by Councilmember de Booy, to
approve Ordinance #1330; Approve Segregation of LID Assessment for
Benaroya/WSDOT Property.
Acting Finance Director DeGroot read the title of Resolution #1330:
A resolution of the City Council of the City of Fife, Pierce County, Washington,
to segregate existing assessments under Utility Local Improvement District
Number 98-02, pursuant to Section 35.44.410 of the Revised Code of
Washington.
Assistant City Manager Marcotte reported the resolution is in response to a
request by the Benaroya Corporation relating to sale of property to WSDOT for
right-of-way for the State Route 167 road project. There are three lots that are
part of the ULID No. 98-02 that Benaroya is seeking segregation for to
distribute evenly between six newly created parcels. The total cost of the
assessments is approximately $315,000. The action does not change the
amount but distributes the amount over a larger number of parcels.
Assistant City Manager Marcotte referred the Council to several associated
attachments for additional information. If approved, the portion of the
assessment to WSDOT would be paid of approximately $110,000 and the
remaining portion would continue to be paid under the existing debt service
schedule. Early payment by WSDOT will be allocated to the debt service.
Staff requests approval for the segregation of ULID No. 98-02, as requested by
Benaroya Capital Company LLC.
Motion carried unanimously.

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Motion

Councilmember Hull moved, seconded by Councilmember de Booy, to
approve Resolution #1331; Approve Additional Services by RH2 for Holt
Well.

Acting Finance Director DeGroot read the title of Resolution #1331:

A resolution of the City Council of the City of Fife, Pierce County, Washington,
authorizing the City Manager to sign Contract Amendment No. 4 with RH2

Engineering, Inc. for hydrogeologic analysis and water rights application for
the Holt Well.

Director Blount reported the consultants completed the work previously
authorized by the Council. Staff is confident that the well is a viable producer.
The next stage is preparing additional documents and some additional studies as
backup as well as working with the Department of Ecology (DOE) on
determining whether water rights will be transferred or granted for the well. He
noted that there will be significant initial capital investment, but in the long-
term, the investment will reduce the City’s need to purchase water from
Tacoma at a higher cost.

Staff recommends approval of Resolution No. 1331 as written.

Councilmember Godwin asked about the timeline associated with completing
water rights issues associated with the well. Director Blount said the City will
submit an application within the next several months. However, the process
could take up to a year for DOE’s process to move forward. Councilmember
Godwin questioned whether the City has any guarantee for securing the water
rights necessary to pump from the well. Director Blount affirmed that there is
no guarantee other than some confidence that the City can obtain the water
rights. Councilmember Godwin said it’s troubling not knowing if there are any
guarantees. He asked about the rights that would be transferred. Director
Blount advised that there are several inactive wells and there is the potential of
transferring all of the City’s water rights to the Holt well. There has been a
slight change in how the department operates in terms of water rights.
Previously, water rights were associated with a specific well, now they are
associated with an aquifer. Because of the transfer, the City is pursuing rights
and then potentially gaining some rights for another well drilling in the vicinity.
Councilmember Godwin said the City’s had a number of wells that produced
water usable for park irrigation and other irrigation needs that the City failed to
follow up to have transferred when the City purchased the property. He
expressed frustration that staff hasn’t pursued steps to transfer those water

rights. At some point, staff needs to consider the costs lost to the City because
of inactivity.

Councilmember Cerqui asked about the transfer of water rights from the old
aluminum plant. Director Blount said the City of Tacoma won the bid.

Mayor Johnson asked whether DOE expressed concerns about impacts to
Wapato Creek and surface water. Director Blount said staff is confident that
those concerns can be addressed. One of the issues is water rights that have
been used for surface goals in Wapato Creek. It may be one of the things that

. the department will consider in its role to consider impacts to Wapato Creek. It

may have some impact on the department’s decision with respect to the City’s
withdrawal rate. Staff anticipates that Wapato Creek is very well protected.

Mayor Johnson said he supports the direction the City is taking but if there are
impacts; mitigation will involve shuffling surface withdrawal rates which could
create concerns.

Councilmember Brooks suggested delaying action and combining the
discussion with the study session discussion on water rates scheduled next
week. He asked about potential impacts if the Council delays action. Director
Blount explained that the issue has been delayed since Thanksgiving because of
the Council’s agendas. It is a process that will take years. The request is
consistent with previous Council decisions and staff has presented the basic
concepts and the overall cost within the comprehensive plan during each step of
the process. If there is no decision to move forward, the City will continue to
write huge checks to the City of Tacoma for water. The only mitigation to that
is for the City to develop its own source of water. Two weeks likely will have
little impact.

Councilmember Hull moved, seconded by Councilmember Godwin, to
table consideration of Resolution #1331 until the Council’s January 26,
2010 meeting. Motion carried.

Mayor Johnson acknowledged that the item would likely be discussed during
the Council’s study session on January 19, 2010.

Councilmember Godwin commented that it’s obvious that staff is not listening
to concerns about transferring existing water rights for the City’s irrigation uses
as well as providing water for a possible demonstration hatchery. He requested
that the Council schedule a discussion on water rights at a future study session
within the next several months.

Councilmember Godwin commented on the recent loss of law enforcement
officers and how DUI offenders are prosecuted for their crimes while habitual
offenders are not jailed or are released for their crimes. He urged everyone to
contact their legislators and local officials to advocate for enforcement of laws
by prosecutors. There is a failure in the criminal justice system to prosecute
offenders.

Mayor Johnson referred to information he received from AWC regarding a state
board opening for reviewing the criminal justice system. He encouraged
Councilmember Godwin to apply.

Councilmember Hull said he is looking forward to a better year.

Councilmember Brooks referred to the presentation from Mr. Abbott on Vision
2040 and urged citizens to submit comments on the plan.

Councilmember Cerqui congratulated fellow Councilmembers on their election
to the Council. -

Councilmember de Booy said she looks forward to a new and busy year. She
agreed with Councilmember Godwin’s comments concerning the criminal
justice system not doing its job. It really is a “Criminal’s Justice System.” The
answers are not easy. Local law enforcement is doing the best they can, but
there is a flaw in the system.

Councilmember Alveshere said it’s an honor to serve the citizens of Fife and to
be elected as a representative of the City. He commented on some positive
news recently released through the State Economic Forecast and how October
and November revenues exceeded expectations.

Mayor Johnson wished everyone a happy new year.

City Manager Worthington reported several congressional representatives have
worked hard for the City. Last month, a budget earmark was pushed through
for $1.6 million for the Valley Avenue Phase 2 project.

Carole Sue Braaten, 2410 Berry Lane East, said she’s concerned about water
issues and the loss of recharge area by industrial users. Many residents have
wells and she’s concerned that water will be drawn away from residential wells
that are used by citizens. Pulling water away from residential wells that have
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been long established is problematic. She cited an example in eastern
Washington where wells were impacted by the withdrawal of other users. She
commented that it can take up to seven years to receive water rights. The City
needs to consider that issue. She addressed concerns about the loss of recharge
areas.

ADJOURNMENT Councilmember Hull moved, seconded by Councilmember de Booy, to
adjourn the meeting at 9:53 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.

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PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING WATER RATE INCREASE

The Fife City Council will conduct a public hearing at 7:00 pm on January 26, 2010 regarding a potential
increase to Fife’s water rates.

The City of Fife purchases water through Tacoma Water, and over the past 12 years, Tacoma’s rates
have increased an average of 9.8% per year. Fife has only raised their rates an annual average of 1.4%.
in Summer of 2010, Fife will begin to lose money on every gallon sold.

Fife has absorped Tacoma’s rate increases per a previous Council policy to spend down accumulated
reserves to maintain relatively constant water rates during a period of increasing sanitary sewer rates.
The last of those increases will be a 2.19% increase that goes into effect on January 1, 2010.

Consultants authorized by City Council have recommended a series of rate increases as described in the
table below:

REPORT IN BRIEF: The Public Hearing is to discuss including automobile retail sales lots
as a permitted use within the Community Mixed Use (CMU) zone.

BACKGROUND: At the meeting of August 11, 2009 the City Council initiated a zoning text
amendment per FMC 19.92.030(C). At the November 2" 2009 Planning Commission
meeting, a public hearing was held on this topic. At that meeting, the Planning Commission
recommended 4/2 to NOT include automobile retail sales lots in the Community Mixed Use
(CMU) zone based on the attached findings within the staff report. Attachment 1 includes the
minutes from the November 2™, 2009 Planning Commission meeting.

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS: The City of Fife Comprehensive Plan States:

Policy 13.4  Provide for careful design review on allowed uses along the freeway, some of
which could be freeway oriented commercial enterprises as well as those commercial and
industrial uses benefiting from visibility and access with the freeway.

Policy 14.1  Create vibrant, compact downtown area that is an inviting place to work, shop,
live and socialize.

Attachments 2 and 3 include the minority and majority reports from the November 2™, 2009
Planning Commission meeting.

Attachment 2: The minority report, including automobile retail sales lots within the
Community Mixed Use (CMU) zone.

Attachment 3: The majority report, NOT including automobile retail sales lots within the
Community Mixed Use (CMU) zone.

Currently, the CMU zone does not allow “Retail sales office and lot including, but not limited
to, automobile, boat, manufactured home (sales only), recreational vehicle and truck sales” —
as stated in FMC 19.44.020(L).

Based on the analysis:

1. The inclusion of automobile retail sales lots is not counter to the existing uses in the area, as
there are 3 auto dealerships within the CMU zone as existing uses prior to the adoption of this
zone in 2007 (Acura, McCann, Hummer).

2. Automobile retail sales lots are not typically considered a pedestrian oriented, higher
density mixed use development that encourage lively downtown areas.

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3. Auto Dealerships generate a large amount of tax revenue, which helps the City provide
services to its citizens.

4. Diversifying the tax base is another goal that the CMU zone accomplished. Automobile
retail sales lots do not diversify the City’s tax base, as this is not a use considered to provide
“daily needs” good.

In general, including automobile retail sales lots within the mixed use zone will have some
benefits and some drawbacks. The benefits would allow existing auto dealerships lots to
expand if needed, and the large amount of taxes generated would be a benefit to the City. The
drawbacks of including this as an allowed use over time would be inconstant land use
development, as the rest of the zone would develop as higher density, mixed use structures
(ideally). Auto Dealerships are not associated with “walkable, mixed use” downtown areas,
and this use would not create the type of tax diversity the City may need.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Open the Public Hearing regarding the inclusion of
automobile retail sales lots within the Community Mixed Use (CMU) zone.

RECOMMENDED MOTIONS: Move to open the Public Hearing on the text amendment to

discuss the inclusion of automobile retail sales lots within the Community Mixed Use (CMU)
zone.

Minority report: Including auto dealerships in the CMU
State law states:
RCW36.70A.130(1a)(d) Any amendment of or revision to a comprehensive land use plan shall

conform to this chapter. Any amendment of or revision to development regulations shall be
consistent with and implement the comprehensive plan.

Analysis: This analysis assumes that auto dealership sales lots would be included within the
Community Mixed Use (CMU) Zone. Other potential provisions or requirements are not included
within this analysis. '

The Fife Comprehensive Plan promotes economic development within the City. Interstate 5 has
moved Fife from a farming community to a highly commercialized industrial center. Interstate 5 also
provides a very large amount of visibility for businesses locating in Fife. Auto dealerships gravitate
to these areas including freeway frontages, intersections, and other areas of high traffic volumes. The
CMU zone offers some areas that have I-5 frontage. Exhibit A shows properties zoned CMU that
have -5 frontage. Exhibit A-1 also shows properties that are likely to be redeveloped (improvement
value at 50% of the land value) excluding tribal property and property owned by the WSDOT.
Exhibit A-1 shows that the most likely properties to develop into auto dealerships would be located
west of 627 Avenue. Acura is located west of 62™ Avenue and owns property west of 62™ Ave that
is undeveloped, which has I-5 frontage and made the redevelopable list. ~

Including automobile retail sales as a permitted use would not change the development standards
within the CMU zone. The principal office would still be required to be placed within 10 or 20 feet
from the sidewalk (depending on size of the lot) and would also be required to develop said office
with the same design standards adopted in Ordinance No. 1699, development design standards for
the CMU.

Auto dealerships generate a large amount of sales taxes. A rate of .093 is applied to the sale of a

vehicle in the City. A $40,000 car would generate $3,720 dollars in sales tax. Customers from other
areas in the Puget Sound who purchase cars in Fife would bring money into the local Fife economy.

Fife Municipal Code: FMC19.92.040: FINDINGS OF FACTS

1. The proposed amendment is consistent with the goals and policies of the comprehensive plan; and
Land Use Element:

Policy 13.4  Provide for careful design review on allowed uses along the freeway,
some of which could be freeway oriented commercial enterprises as well as those
commercial and industrial uses benefiting from visibility and access with the freeway.

Auto dealerships clearly benefit from I-5 frontage. It allows large amounts of exposure to their
customer base. Including this use along areas of I-5 frontage would be appropriate use of land and
potentially its best use along the I-5 Corridor. ‘

Economic Development Element: Goal 3 Create local economic development
capital. .

Policy 5.4 Develop a marketing strategy for attracting regional residents to
Fife’s I-5 and Pacific Highway business corridor. Develop a detailed strategy for
marketing and promoting the development of Fife’s industrial, commercial, and
recreational lands opportunities.

Auto sales attract many potential buyers from outlying areas to Fife to purchase vehicles. The Fife
economy benefits from the “injection” of tax base into the local economy.

2. For map amendments, the proposed zoning is consistent and compatible with the uses and zoning
of surrounding property; and

This is not a map amendment, but if there were provisions stipulating where the location of these
types of uses could be it would guide auto dealerships in areas that are most appropriate.

3. For map amendments, the property is suited for the uses allowed in the proposed zoning
classification; and

This is not a map amendment, but the use is appropriate for the Interstate 5 corridor.

4. For amendments initiated under FMC 19.92.030(E), that there are changed conditions since the
previous zoning, title adoption or title amendment to warrant the proposed amendment; and

This amendment was not initiated under 19.92.030(E) but regional economic conditions have
deteriorated during the “great recession” and including this use would allow existing businesses to
expand/ redevelop or encourage new businesses to develop sites within the City.

5. The proposed amendment will promote, rather than detract, from the public health, safety morals
and general welfare.

The inclusion of this use would promote public health, safety, morals and general welfare through the
development of under developed properties located along the 20® Street/Interstate 5 corridor and
overtime increase the City’s tax base allowing the City to provide services to it’s citizens and
businesses and part of the City Council 2010 goals is “Encourage redevelopment of existing
commercial areas.” This amendment would provide an opportunity for existing uses to redevelop to
their full potential.

RECOMMENDATION: Based on the above stated goals in the Comprehensive Plan, the City
Council goals for 2010 and the Findings of Fact, a recommendation to include automobile retail sales
lot as a conditional use and must be fronting along Interstate 5. The conditional use and location
criteria would help to preserve the intent of the CMU zone while opening up the market for
additional economic development.

Majority Report: Not including auto dealerships in the CMU
State law states:
RCW36.70A.130(1a)(d) Any amendment of or revision to a comprehensive land use plan shall

conform to this chapter. Any amendment of or revision to development regulations shall be
consistent with and implement the comprehensive plan.

Analysis: This analysis assumes that auto dealership sales lots would NOT be included within
the Community Mixed Use (CMU) Zone. Other potential provisions or requirements are not
included within this analysis.

The Fife Comprehensive Plan promotes and encourages pedestrian activity. Pedestrian activity
occurs in areas where people live, work, and shop. The adoption of the Community Mixed Use
(CMU) zone is an attempt to include all of those uses in one zone to promote pedestrian activity.
FMC 19.42.010 calls this out in the intent of the zone, “This district is intended to accommodate
a range of retail, service, civic, entertainment, recreation, and higher-density residential uses to
create a new focal point of community activity and to integrate living, working, shopping and
recreation activities. The uses are intended to exist in a compatible and complementary manner
with surrounding uses and districts. Street-based store frontages and plazas are encouraged to
provide for a pedestrian atmosphere.”

Auto dealerships do not foster pedestrian activity similar to drive thru businesses. Ordinance No.
1635-07 (Exhibit B) offers a transportation impact fee discount for community oriented services
and uses. This Ordinance adopted these discounts in the area along 20™ Street. Auto Dealerships
are not a use considered “community oriented” and did not make the list of uses and services.
Council goals for 2010 also include “Diversify the City of Fife’s economy by strengthening
businesses with family and community oriented services and products.” Auto dealerships do not
accomplish this goal as they do not sell community oriented services. Pedestrian areas include
shopping destinations that have high visibility. Windows watching the streets (gives people the
illusion of safety because someone could be watching from the inside), people walking on the
streets and parking along the street all contribute to a safe feeling along a streetscape. All of
these elements have been included within the Fife Municipal Code to some extent. Ordinance
1699 (Exhibit B1), Design standards for the CMU was drafted with these principles in mind.

Fife Municipal Code: FMC19.92.040: FINDINGS OF FACTS

1. The proposed amendment is consistent with the goals and policies of the comprehensive plan;
and

Land Use Element: Goal 14 Encourage the development of a downtown area
as a center of commercial, civic, cultural and recreational activities.

Policy 14.1 Create a vibrant, compact downtown area that is an inviting
place to work, shop, live and socialize.

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The inclusion of an auto dealership would be in contrast with this policy. The creation of a
compact place to work, shop, live and socialize is not typically associated with an automobile

dealership lot.

Economic Development Element: Goal 5 Achieve self-sufficiency

Policy 5.3 Create local employment, shopping, and other urban
service activities that will reduce Fife’s dependence on and local resident travel
requirements outside of the area.

The development of a downtown area that is intended to be a place to live, work, shop, and
socialize would further this goal. The inclusion of an automobile retail sale lots do not foster a
trip for a “daily needs” good, i.e. clothes, coffee, sandwich, etc. The CMU zone was drafted to
create retail so the residents of Fife have a place to shop, socialize, and live.

2. For map amendments, the proposed zoning is consistent and compatible with the uses and
zoning of surrounding property; and

This is not 2 map amendment.

3. For map amendments, the property is suited for the uses allowed in the proposed zoning
classification; and

This is not a map amendment.

4. For amendments initiated under FMC 19.92.030(E), that there are changed conditions since
the previous zoning, title adoption or title amendment to warrant the proposed amendment; and

This amendment was not initiated under FMC 19.92.030(E).

5. The proposed amendment will promote, rather than detract, from the public health, safety
morals and general welfare.

The inclusion of auto dealerships within the CMU zone will not further the intent of the zone and
the intent of Goal 14 in the Comprehensive Plan. Allowing auto dealerships in this area will also
detract development from the Pacific Highway Corridor.

RECOMMENDATION: Based on the above stated goals in the Comprehensive Plan, the City
Council goals for 2010 and the Findings of Fact, the recommendation to not including
automobile retail sales lots as an allowed use within the CMU zone. This use is incompatible
with the intent of the zone and would not further goal 14 of the City of Fife Comprehensive Plan.

ORDINANCE NO. 1635-07

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF FIFE, PIERCE COUNTY, WASHINGTON, AMENDING
CHAPTER 20.10 OF THE FIFE MUNICIPAL CODE,
ADOPTING A TRANSPORTATION IMPACT FEE APPEAL
PROCESS, AND AMENDING CHAPTER 20.25 OF THE
FIFE MUNICIPAL CODE, ADOPTING IMPACT FEE
DISCOUNTS.

WHEREAS, chapters 36.70Aand 82.02 of the Revised Code of Washington authorize
cities to impose impact fees on development activity in order to recover a proportionate share
of the cost of improvements to public streets and roads needed to serve new growth and
development; and

WHEREAS, chapter 20.10 of the Fife Municipal Code establishes criteria for the collection
of impact fees in the City of Fife; and

WHEREAS, the City of Fife City Council adopted Ordinance No. 1619-07, establishing
transportation impact fees, on January 23, 2007; and

WHEREAS, Fife Municipal Code presently includes provisions for school, park and
transportation impact fees; and

WHEREAS, the City of Fife is seeking ways to promote and encourage pedestrian-oriented,

-Section 2. Chapter 20.25 of the Fife Municipal Code is hereby amended by
adding a new section 20.25.025 to read as follows:

20.25.025 Impact Fee Discounts.
A. Any development that meets all of the following criteria may apply for
a maximum thirty percent (30%) discount from the traffic impact fee that
would otherwise be imposed under FMC 20.25.020:
1. Qualifying Uses: all uses consist only of those uses that meet one or
more of the following definitions:
a. Retail Sales Store as defined in FMC 19.40.020(J), subject to
the limitations set forth below;

e. Restaurant uses as defined in FMC 19.40.202(R) subject to the
following:

i. Restaurant establishments that meet the following criteria
are not qualified uses and are not eligible for an impact fee discount:
restaurants or other establishments where the service of alcoholic
beverages is not merely incidental and complementary to the primary
service of food such that any area that is designated solely for dispensing
and consumption of alcoholic beverages, including but not limited to a
lounge or bar, shall occupy more than 25% of the total floor area that is
intended for the use and access by the establishment’s customers;

ii. Notwithstanding the above, restaurant establishments that
meet the following criteria are qualifying uses:  restaurants or
establishments that are commonly known as brewpubs or wineries, which
is herein defined as an eatmg and drinking establishment having a
microbrewery on the premises which produces beer, ale, or other malt
beverage, or wine, and where the majority of the beer/wine produced is

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consumed on the premises. These establishments may also sell beer or

wine at retail and/or act as wholesaler for beer or wine of its own

production for offsite consumption, with appropriate state licenses;

2. The development’s uses do not include or consist of any of the
following uses: gasoline sales, vehicle parts (new/remanufactured), vehicle
detailing, livestock as defined in FMC 19.06.420;

3. The combined building space of all structures within the
development is not greater than 50,000 square feet; and

4. The development is located entirely within the geographical area
depicted in the Traffic Impact Fee Discount Map, as now or hereafter
amended, a copy of which is available from the city clerk’s office.

B. Developments comprising of mixed-use structures, as defined by
FMC 19.06.495, may apply for the above discount to be applied to the impact
fees that are associated solely with qualifying uses within the development
and that meet all of the above criteria.

C. Any claim for a discount must be made before payment of the impact
fee is due. Any claim not so made shall be deemed waived.

D. The claim for a discount must be accompanied by a covenant
guaranteeing that the qualifying uses and building size restrictions, required
under the above criteria, will be continued unless released by written approval
of the city. Before approval of the discount, the City Attorney shall approve
the form of the covenant. Within ten (10) days of approval, the applicant shall
execute and record the approved covenant with the Pierce County Auditor’s
Office. The covenant shall run with the land and shall provide notice to all
future owners of the restricted use(s) and building size, and that in the event
the development is no longer used for the identified qualifying uses, or
exceeds the building size limitation, the current owner shall pay the balance of
the original fee traffic impact fee plus interest to the date of the payment.

E. The amount of the impact fees not collected pursuant to this discount
shall be paid from public funds other than the impact fee account.

F. The director of the public works department, or his designee, shall be

authorized to determine whether a particular development meets the criteria
for a discount. :

Section 3. The Traffic Impact Fee Discount Map as now or hereafter amended, attached
as Exhibit A, is incorporated by reference and adopted as the official map of the geographical

area qualifying for the discount. A copy of the official map shall be available from the city
clerk’s office.

Section 4. Each and every provision of this Ordinance shall be deemed severable. In the
event that any portion of this Ordinance is determined by final order of a court of competent
jurisdiction to be void or unenforceable, such determination shall not affect the validity of the

remaining provisions thereof provided the intent of this Ordinance can still be furthered without
the invalid provision.

REPORT IN BRIEF: The City of Fife recently purchased the Firwood Grocery site from Young
B. Jo and Yang N. Jo; this action will designate a portion of the property for street right-of-way
and other areas for utility easements. The remaining property will remain owned by the City and
available for other uses.

BACKGROUND: The City acquired this property because Mr. & Mis. Jo accepted the City’s
offer to buy the entire site; that offer was required by federal guidelines due to the high impact of
the City’s originally anticipated purchase of only a portion of the property. Once the property
owners chose to sell, the Council voted to buy an additional strip of right of way and easements
from the adjoining tax parcel nos. 0420174057 and 0420174058 owned by Gurmej S. Khara and
Brij Bala Khara, and adjust Valley Avenue southward at the intersection.

The changed alignment requires additional area for street right-of-way, the relocation of a Qwest
easement, and access to that easement. Qwest’s easement is currently on the property acquired from
the Khara family and is to be relocated onto the property acquired from the Jo family. Qwest
frequently services equipment on their easement from vehicles parked on the road shoulder or in the
Khara driveway; because parking will not be permitted in the new street or on the new sidewalk and
planter strip, it is appropriate to provide an access easement for Qwest’s service vehicles.

ATTACHMENT: Resolution No. 1336 with attached legal descriptions and maps.

DISCUSSION: This transfer is the logical next step in the sequence of events that begun with the
authorization to buy the additional property from the Khara family. Once the conversion and
easement documents have been recorded, right-of-way can be certified for the revised alignment, and
the street built thereon.

REPORT IN BRIEF: The Holt boring has been determined to be suitable for development for
municipal purposes. It is appropriate to apply for water rights for such development and use.

BACKGROUND: The Council previously approved Resolutions 1238 , 1266, and 1285 authorizing
previous work on this well.

The Council briefly discussed this resolution during the meeting of January 12, 2010, and then
tabled the resolution pending discussion of the basis of the staff’s recommendation of increased
water rates on January 19 and the conduct of the public hearing regarding increased water rates
scheduled for before consideration of this item, on January 26, 2010.

ATTACHMENTS: Resolution 1331 and RH2 Contract Amendment No. 4.

DISCUSSION: The Department of Ecology’s determination of the water rights to be transferred or
granted for this well will impact Fife’s decision whether to purchase and develop the well.

The well has been under development for 3-1/2 years, and the Department of Ecology (“Ecology”)
has already issued two one-year extensions of the original 2 year permit period. The water right
application should be filed with adequate advance time to allow for provision of any additional
information requested by Ecology in time for the Ecology to deem the application complete by the
July 8 2010 expiry of the current extension.

FISCAL IMPACT: The proposal is for services to be provided on an hourly basis, with the fee
limited to $70,200 unless further authorized.

BACKGROUND

The City of Fife (City) intends to continue the application for a new water tight at the Holt Well and
pteparations for submittal of a water right change application to transfer cutrent points of water
withdrawal at the City Wells to a new point or points of withdrawal within the deep aquifer at or
near the Holt Well. The City obtained a preliminary permit under the water right application for the
Holt Well (G2-30262) and has completed several elements of the permit. The Washington State
Department of Ecology (Ecology) reviewed the report of findings for aquifer testing at the Holt
well. - Ecology indicated that additional testing and analysis of potential impacts of groundwater
withdrawal at the Holt well upon stream flow in Wapato Creek would be needed to suppott any
application to use the deep aquifer for groundwater supply.

Task 1~ Confirm Water Right status

1.1 RH2 will obtain existing historical records of City water withdrawals at each of its active
wells to determine the maximum instantaneous rate and annual quantity to establish the
maximum quantities that have been put to beneficial use for each water right.

1.2 RH2 will summarize the review to support the water right application and establish the
amount of water available for transfer to new point(s) of withdrawal.

Task 2 ~ Hydrogeologic Analysis

2.1 Update Hydrogeologic Conceptual Model

Previous work developed a preliminary hydrogeologic conceptual model of the lower
Puyallup River Basin that has supported the evaluation of (and confirmed) the groundwater
development potential at the Holt Well. The conceptual model will be updated using the
Holt Well drilling and testing data and extended to evaluate the hydraulic continuity of the
aquifers at the City Wells and the deep aquifer at the Holt Well. This analysis is intended to
provide documentation necessaty to establish that the existing City Wells are completed in
the same body of water as the Holt Well aquifer.

The analysis will include prepating hydrogeologic profiles between the City Wells and the
Holt Well and summarizing groundwater elevations and groundwater flow within the lower
Puyallup River Basin. The conceptual model will assess the potential degree of hydraulic
continuity between the points of groundwater withdrawal and the neatby surface water

bodies (i.e. Wapato Creek) at the Holt Well and City Well 2, and Hylebos Creek at City Wells
3,4,5and 6.

This task includes correspondence with Ecology to establish the objectives and methods of
testing and analysis to support the requirements of the preliminary permit and the water
right application. Subsequent tasks in this Scope of Work are based on the assumption that
Ecology will accept the proposed methods and analysis.

2.2 Aquifer Testing and Water Level Monitoring
The updated hydrogeologic model will describe the interaction between groundwater at the
City Wells and the Holt well and between these wells and surface water. The water right
applications must establish the degree of connection between surface water and groundwater
to justify the transfers and demonstrate the potential amount of mitigation that could be
tequired if surface water flows are impacted by groundwater withdrawal.

Aquifer testing at the Holt Well will support the evaluation of potential impacts to Wapato
Creek. Aquifer testing of the City Wells with concurrent stream flow and groundwater level
monitoring will also support the evaluation of the degtee of hydraulic continuity between the
groundwater and surface water at these locations. A significant benefit of the transfer of
City withdrawal from shallow wells to the deep aquifer is the reduction in surface water
impacts.

This task includes a 24-hour constant-rate withdrawal test at the Holt Well, concurrent
surface water flow monitoring in Wapato Creek and groundwater level monitoring in nearby
wells, if available. A licensed drilling subcontractor will install, operate and remove a
temporary pump and discharge system and support water level monitoring during the testing
period. RH2 will oversee the testing and monitoring at Wapato Creek.

2.3 Permitting

RH2 will negotiate the permitting for a hydraulic project approval (HPA) permit from the
Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) to permit the discharge of
groundwater from the Holt Well to the creek. Based on conversations with staff at Ecology
RH2 understands that the City’s existing NPDES Phase II permit will be adequate for this
project if it is augmented with a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP). This
Scope of Work includes an abbreviated SWPPP but does not include 2 General Construction
Stormwater Permit from Ecology or a SEPA for this project.

2.4 Analysis and Reporting
RH2 will evaluate the testing data to determine aquifer properties and support more detailed
analysis of the potential impact of groundwater withdrawals on stream flow. RH2 assumes
that analysis will not require numerical modeling and that analytical methods will provide a
sufficient level of detail to support Ecology’s review of water right applications.

The results of the hydrogeologic analysis will be presented in a summary report that will
include the following.

e Hydrogeologic interpretation, including geologic cross-sections of the Puyallup River
Basin.

e Summary of groundwater flow and interaction of groundwater with surface water.
e Effect of groundwater withdrawal on surface water.

e Degree of hydraulic continuity between the aquifer at the City points of withdrawal,
the deep aquifer at the Holt well, and Wapato and Hylebos Creeks.

e Summary of any mitigation approaches.

e Recommendations on the approach for the water rights applications for a new right
and transfer.

Rivers and streams with mean annual flow over 20 cubic feet per second.

Lakes and reservoirs exceeding 20 acres.

Associated wetlands of these areas.

Lands extending landward 200 feet from the ordinary high water mark, floodways

and floodplain areas landward 200 feet from the ordinary high water mark.

Optional areas to be considered for inclusion in the SMP:

e Floodplains: Al or part of the floodplain landward of the 200-foot mark from the floodway
(per RCW 90.58.030(2)()(i))-

o Buffers: Buffers necessary for the protection of Critical Areas as defined in Growth
Management Act regulations (per RCW 90.58.030(2)(f)(ii)).

e Future annexation areas: For cities, SMPs may include Shoreline Environment
predesignation within designated unincorporated Urban Growth Areas.

Contact the Ecology project officer for the most recent maps of stream segments meeting
the 20 cfs threshold and other available information. If federal or tribal areas are proposed
for exclusion, provide documentation that the area is under sole jurisdiction which precludes
application of local and state authorities.

Task 1.2: Prepare plan for public participation

Throughout Phases 1 through 5 of the SMP update planning process, inform and involve the

Prepare a public participation plan that identifies specific
objectives, outreach strategies, key parties (Planning Commission and elected officials,
shoreline property owners, state agencies, Tribes, local residents, neighboring jurisdictions,
etc.), and establishes timelines for public participation activities. Engage all parties early and
continuously in the update process, particularly those relevant individual recreationists and
conservationists or organizations that may not typically seek involvement in new shoreline
regulations. The City will document all public outreach and public events related to SMP
development. The City will designate a facilitator to coordinate the public participation process.

« Degraded areas and sites with potential for ecological restoration.

e Areas of special interest, such as priority habitats, rapidly developing waterfronts,
previously identified toxic or hazardous material clean-up sites, and eroding shorelines.

« Existing and potential shoreline public access sites, including public rights-of-way and
utility corridors. The inventory will include descriptions of recorded public access
easements, their prescribed use, maintenance and terms.

« Historical aerial photographs documenting past conditions to assist in preparing an
analysis of cumulative impacts of development.

» Archaeological and historic resources in shoreline jurisdiction.

« Policies and regulations in shoreland and adjacent areas that affect shorelines, such as
surface water management and land use plans and regulations (Critical Areas
Ordinance, flood ordinance, etc.).

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Task 2.2:

Conduct shoreline analysis

Conducting the shoreline analysis will result in a shoreline characterization report. The report
will define the ecological functions of the shorelines in Fife, identify shoreline management
challenges, and present recommendations for protection and restoration of shoreline functions.
(Please see description of this report in Task 2.3.)

Conduct an analysis of the inventory information and data collected in Task 2.1 as it relates to
development of an effective SMP. Develop a characterization of the ecosystem processes and
shoreline functions. Identify opportunities for shoreline protection and restoration. identify
current and potential public access sites. Conduct a shoreline use analysis. Identify measures
and actions to protect and restore shoreline functions and ecosystem wide processes (e.g.
appropriate land use activities or environment designations, regulations, development
standards, etc.) These tasks will be conducted as they are relevant to shorelines in Fife.

(Note: The City will rely on the broad-scale characterization of ecosystem-wide processes that
Ecology intends to prepare for Puget Sound jurisdictions and provide Fife in spring 2010.)

2.2.1 Characterize ecosystem-wide processes

This characterization will include a coarse-scale analysis of the broader area that
influences the shoreline jurisdiction. It will include a narrative with reference to maps
that describes and illustrates the processes in the larger drainage area that are linked to
the shoreline through hydrologic flows. These processes include the uptake, transport
and deposition of sediment, nutrients, woody debris, and pollutants. Specifically, this
characterization will:

Present the geographic context for shoreline jurisdiction areas —with
geology, soils, topography, vegetation, and drainage patterns of the watersheds.
Describe how these large scale upland areas relate to and affect the shoreline.
Review existing regional watershed or natural resource related plans for inclusion
of relevant information.

Identify areas throughout the watersheds, or, within and beyond shoreline
jurisdiction, that are important to maintaining shoreline ecological functions (e.g.
wetlands, forest cover, floodplains, higher permeability deposits, discharge,
organic/clay soils, etc.)

Identify areas that are key impairments (e.g. forest clearing, impervious
cover, channelized streams, altered wetlands, roads and ditches,
dams/diversions, groundwater withdrawals, and listed impairments such as those
published in the 303(d) list.

Identify opportunities for protection/restoration of upland and adjacent areas
essential for maintaining shoreline processes and function.

2.2.2 Characterize shoreline functions

This will be a more detailed analysis of the shoreline jurisdiction that includes a narrative
with reference to maps and GIS data. Delineate shoreline reaches based on land use
and ecological processes (such as man-made physical features, stream confluences, or
littoral drift cell boundaries). Describe functions that are associated with each shoreline
reach. Specifically, this characterization will:

- Detail the physical, biological, and land-use components within the shoreline
jurisdiction.
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. Evaluate and assess shoreline ecological function using current scientific
understanding of the relationship between the conditions of ecosystem-wide
processes and functions within shoreline jurisdiction. Identify functions that are
healthy, functions that are adversely impacted and functions that may have
existed and are now missing.

2.2.3 Conduct Shoreline Use Analysis; analyze opportunities for public
access
e Conduct shoreline use analysis:
o ldentify current patterns of land uses in shoreline areas.
o |dentify likely or projected uses in shoreline areas.
o As applicable, analyze potential use conflicts and identify possible adverse
impacts those could have on current ecological functions.
o Estimate future demand for shoreline space consistent with WAC 173-26-
201(3)(d)(ii) requirements.
o ldentify opportunities and demand for SMA preferred uses and potential use
conflicts based on current use patterns and projected trends.
« Identify current public access sites and opportunities for future access sites.

Task 2.3 Prepare shoreline inventory and characterization report

Prepare a shoreline inventory and characterization report with accompanying maps that
provides an analysis of the inventory data, ecosystem characterization and shoreline functions,
shoreline use and public access findings as it relates to development of an effective SMP. The
report will present findings and recommendations in a way that is useful for making SMP
planning decisions. This report will provide a foundation for establishing environment
designations, policies and implementing regulations. The report should identify data gaps,
focusing on information that would be useful to support shoreline program development and
implementation. The report should:

Present the geographic and jurisdictional context for the SMP update.

Characterize ecosystem processes and functions.

Present reach level analysis information. Detailed information on shoreline reaches
will identify opportunities and constraints in:

o Protecting intact and restoring degraded ecological processes and functions.

o Addressing the requirements for shorelines of statewide significance per WAC
173-26-251.

o Providing public access.

o Accommodating appropriate water-oriented uses.

« Identify potential use conflicts to inform environment designation and allowed use
decisions.

e Develop shoreline management measures for protection and restoration of
ecological functions, SMP policies, regulations, and environment designations based
on the findings of the inventory and characterization. (For example,
recommendations may include appropriate land use activities or environment
designations, regulations, development standards, restoration and protection actions
and strategies.)

« Organize relevant data for efficient review and use in the cumulative impact analysis.

(A table is recommended.)

The report will also include refined shoreline jurisdiction boundaries and synthesis maps at
appropriate viewing scales that will inform the report and illustrate findings that correspond with
the narrative. For example, the user will be introduced to the area with coarser resolution
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vicinity maps indicating the county/city location in the state and delineating county/city and
watershed boundaries. Maps at the shoreline reach scale will clearly differentiate the land and
water contained within SMA jurisdiction from adjacent lands and contributing drainages. Maps
at this scale will present the significant geologic, hydrologic, and ecologic features most
essential to maintaining shoreline form and function and those land uses that may have altered
upland processes influencing shoreline function. The reach scale maps also will indicate
applicable inventory features such as known presence of listed species, critical riparian or
aquatic vegetation, existing land uses, designated critical areas, and shoreline modifications.
Potential areas for shoreline uses, public access, restoration and/or protection will be indicated.
The portfolio will include a comprehensive list and map of public access to shorelines.

Deliverables (digital copy including shapefile(s) and necessary GIS files with accompanying
maps).

1. Shoreline characterization and analysis report with map portfolio that addresses the
above task requirements in 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3, above.

(The City will provide Ecology with sufficient time, approximately 45 to 60 days, to review and
comment on the draft characterization and analysis report.)

The visioning process will
identify shoreline problems and opportunities. It will result in a strategy for shoreline uses, public
access, resource protection, and restoration that is consistent with SMA policy and SMP
Guidelines objectives.

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1. Strategy for shoreline uses, public access, resource protection and restoration (Task
3.1).

Due date: March 15, 2011

Task 3.2: Develop general SMP goals, policies and regulations

Prepare general shoreline goals and policies that are applicable throughout the area within
shoreline jurisdiction. Optional SMP components may include general SMP regulations that
apply in all environment designations.

Task 3.3: Develop environment designations

Develop environment designations that are appropriate to current waterfront conditions per the
findings of the shoreline inventory and characterization. Shoreline environment designations
may be comprised of those recommended in the guidelines; the existing local SMP; unique,
locally developed environments; or any combination of these, so long as they are consistent
with WAC 173-26-211 environment designation criteria.

Prepare draft maps illustrating the land and water area contained within mapped shoreline
designation boundaries together with justification and rationale for the proposed designations.
Boundaries of shoreline environment designations shall be clearly mapped. Optional shoreline
jurisdiction areas, including entire floodplains and buffers for critical areas, should be mapped
and designated if they are included within shoreline jurisdiction. A map clearly illustrating
existing designations compared to proposed designations should be prepared. A narrative
rationale describing reasons for maintaining or changing the designations shall be included.

Task 3.4: Develop environment-specific shoreline use & modification policies,
regulations and standards

Prepare draft policies and regulations for environment designations, all uses discussed in the
SMP Guidelines, and shoreline modifications. The draft policies and regulations for shoreline
environment designations shall, at a minimum, identify:

e Shoreline use and modification activity goals and policies.

o Shoreline uses and modifications that are prohibited and allowed by Substantial

Development Permit or Conditional Use Permit.
¢ Bulk dimensional standards (buffers, setback, density, etc).
+ Shoreline modification activity standards.

e Any local policies or regulations adopted by reference, if relied upon to satisfy SMA
or guidelines requirements.

Optional SMP components may include:
¢ Shoreline use and dimensional standards listed in matrices, by environment
designation. (Strongly encouraged.)

Task 3.5 Develop SMP administrative provisions

Prepare draft provisions for SMP administration, including necessary elements and timelines for
permit administration, compliance, and enforcement. Statements about the role of Ecology in
permit decisions should be included.

A definitions section should be prepared. Definitions should be particular to SMP
administration, consistent with the SMP’s implementing rules. Definitions should be clearly and
concisely written.

The
analysis will include incremental and cumulative impacts of future uses and development
allowed by the proposed SMP as an ongoing part of the update process. The analysis will
identify how proposed SMP regulations and standards and restoration activities will avoid and
offset expected impacts of future permitted and exempt shoreline development. Scenario-
based impacts analysis is encouraged. The cumulative impacts analysis may need to be
revised if the initial document shows that cumulative impacts would resuit from the draft SMP.
(Note: The preliminary cumulative impacts analysis should be submitted at the same time as the
Draft SMP.)

Prepare final jurisdiction maps (digital) of Shorelines of the State identified in Task 1.1 that will
be subject to the local SMP.

Budget Conditions

Very Important Note: Due to state law, all state funds that are disbursed to local governmentis
under these grants are appropriated in the state budget on a biennial basis. Funds
appropriated for each biennia of the grant must be spent on eligible activities within that two-
year period. lLocal governments are not allowed fo carry unexpended funds past that date.

We are aware that state and local fiscal years are not on the same schedule; however, state
law requires strict adherence to the state biennial funding cycles for state agreements.
Grantees are strongly encouraged fo actively manage their projects to ensure that spending
occeurs at budgeted levels.

1. Project Administration: For the administration of this agreement the RECIPIENT
must follow the current edition of the Administrative Requirements for Ecology Grants
and Loans (Yellow Book). http:/Awww.ecy.wa.qov/biblio/9118.html

2. Invoicing:

. Grants are awarded on a reimbursable basis. The Recipient initially pays project
costs as they incur. Invoicing to Ecology is usually by quarter but not more often
than once per month. Upon presentation of an invoice to Ecology, Ecology’s
share of the project is reimbursed to the Recipient.

L Expenditures will be monitored by the Ecology Fiscal Office for compliance with
the budget (see below). Budget deviations are allowed between tasks (e.g., a
grantee may spend less money on one task and more on another), but in no
circumstances may the RECIPIENT exceed the total project cost. If the total of
all budget deviations exceeds 10% of the entire project cost, the Ecology
Project Officer may require a written budget redistribution. When submitting
invoices to Ecology, the RECIPIENT shall itemize all costs by task and
provide subtotals by task on Ecology’s Form C2, Voucher Support Form.

. The RECIPIENT must maintain complete backup documents including but
not limited to all invoiced costs and time sheets - signed and dated by
employee and supervisor. The RECIPIENT must keep these expenses in grant
files according to budget task for a period of three years after project comple-
tion and make them available at any time for inspection by the DEPARTMENT.

° Requests for reimbursement must be submitted at least quarterly but not
more than once per month by the RECIPIENT on state invoice voucher forms.

. The indirect rate must not exceed 25 percent of direct (staff) labor and
benefit costs. This rate covers space utilities, miscellaneous copying,
telephone, motor pool, janitorial services, records storage, rental, county fiscal
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and legal services, etc. ltems not included in this list must be reported with the
first payment request and must remain consistent for the life of the grant.

. Right to Audit: The Recipient agrees that payment(s) made under this grant
shall be subject to reduction for amount charged thereto which are found after
audit examination not to constitute allowable costs under this grant. The
Recipient shall refund by check payable to the DEPARTMENT the amount of
such reduction of payments under completed or terminated grants.

3. Estimates: Near the end of each fiscal year, RECIPIENTS will receive an Estimate
Form from Ecology's Fiscal Office. An estimate is the doliar amount you anticipate
requesting from Ecology for project costs incurred through June 30 and have not yet
submitted for reimbursement. RECIPIENTS must fill out and submit the form to
Ecology by the specified due date. Ecology must have these estimates to ensure
sufficient funds are reserved to reimburse RECIPIENTS for expenditures incurred
within that specific fiscal year ending June 30. Failure to submit the Estimate
Form by the due date could result in a considerable delay in payment from
Ecology. Timely receipt of estimates also helps Ecology more effectively manage
the overall SMP grant fund.

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GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
Pertaining to Grant and Loan Agreements of
the Department of Ecology

A. RECIPIENT PERFORMANCE

All activities for which grant/loan funds are to be used shall be accomplished by the
RECIPIENT and RECIPIENT's employees. The RECIPIENT shall not assign or subcontract
performance to others unless specifically authorized in writing by the DEPARTMENT.

B. SUBGRANTEE/CONTRACTOR COMPLIANCE

The RECIPIENT must ensure that all subgrantees and contractors comply with the terms
and conditions of this agreement.

C. THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARY

The RECIPIENT shall ensure that in all subcontracts entered into by the RECIPIENT
pursuant to this agreement, the state of Washington is named as an express third-party
beneficiary of such subcontracts with full rights as such.

D. CONTRACTING FOR SERVICES (BIDDING)

Contracts for construction, purchase of equipment and professional architectural and
engineering services shall be awarded through a competitive process, if required by State law.
RECIPIENT shall retain copies of all bids received and contracts awarded, for inspection and
use by the DEPARTMENT.

E. ASSIGNMENTS

No right or claim of the RECIPIENT arising under this agreement shall be transferred or
assigned by the RECIPIENT.

1. The RECIPIENT shall maintain complete program and financial records relating
to this agreement. Such records shall clearly indicate total receipts and expenditures by fund
source and task or object.

Alf grant/loan records shall be kept in a manner which provides an audit trail for
all expenditures. All records shall be kept in a common file to facilitate audits and inspections.

Engineering documentation and field inspection reports of all construction work
accomplished under this agreement shall be maintained by the RECIPIENT.

2. All grant/loan records shall be open for audit or inspection by the DEPARTMENT
or by any duly authorized audit representative of the State of Washington for a period of at least
three years after the final grant payment/loan repayment or any dispute resolution hereunder. If
any such audits identify discrepancies in the financial records, the RECIPIENT shall provide
clarification and/or make adjustments accordingly.

3. All work performed under this agreement and any equipment purchased, shall be
made available to the DEPARTMENT and to any authorized state, federal or local
representative for inspection at any time during the course of this agreement and for at least
three years following grant/loan termination or dispute resolution hereunder.

4. RECIPIENT shall meet the provisions in OMB Circular A-133 (Audits of States,
Local Governments & Non Profit Organizations), including the compliance Supplement to OMB
Circular A-133, if the RECIPIENT expends $300,000 or more in a year in Federal funds. The

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2, Budget deviation. Deviations in budget amounts are not aliowed without written
amendment(s) to this agreement. Payment requests will be disallowed when the RECIPIENT's
request for reimbursement exceeds the State maximum share amount for that element, as
described in the Scope of Work.

3. Period of Compensation. Payments shall only be made for action of the
RECIPIENT pursuant to the grant/loan agreement and performed after the effective date and
prior to the expiration date of this agreement, unless those dates are specifically modified in
writing as provided herein.

4, Final Request(s) for Payment. The RECIPIENT must submit final requests for
compensation within forty-five(45) days after the expiration date of this agreement and within
fifteen (15) days after the end of a fiscal biennium. Failure to comply may result in delayed
reimbursement.

5. Performance Guarantee. The DEPARTMENT may withhold an amount not to
exceed ten percent (10%) of each reimbursement payment as security for the RECIPIENT's
performance and a financial bond. Monies withheld by the DEPARTMENT may be paid to the
RECIPIENT when the project(s) described herein, or a portion thereof, have been completed if,
in the DEPARTMENT's sole discretion, such payment is reasonable and approved according to
this agreement and, as appropriate, upon completion of an audit as specified under section J.6.
herein.

6. Unauthorized Expenditures. All payments to the RECIPIENT shall be subject to
final audit by the DEPARTMENT and any unauthorized expenditure(s) charged to this
grant/loan shall be refunded to the DEPARTMENT by the RECIPIENT.

7. Mileage and Per Diem. If mileage and per diem are paid to the employees of the
RECIPIENT or other public entities, it shall not exceed the amount allowed under state law for
state employees.

8. Overhead Costs. No reimbursement for overhead costs shall be allowed uniess
provided for in the Scope of Work hereunder.

K. TERMINATION

1. For Cause. The obligation of the DEPARTMENT to the RECIPIENT is
contingent upon satisfactory performance by the RECIPIENT of all of its obligations under this
agreement. In the event the RECIPIENT unjustifiably fails, in the opinion of the DEPARTMENT,
to perform any obligation required of it by this agreement, the DEPARTMENT may refuse to pay
any further funds thereunder and/or terminate this agreement by giving written notice of
termination.

A written notice of termination shall be given at least five working days prior to
the effective date of termination. In that event, all finished or unfinished documents, data
studies, surveys, drawings, maps, models, photographs, and reports or other materials
prepared by the RECIPIENT under this agreement, at the option of the DEPARTMENT, shall
become Department property and the RECIPIENT shall be entitied to receive just and equitable
compensation for any satisfactory work completed on such documents and other materials.

Despite the above, the RECIPIENT shall not be relieved of any liability to the
DEPARTMENT for damages sustained by the DEPARTMENT and/or the State of Washington
because of any breach of agreement by the RECIPIENT. The DEPARTMENT may withhold
payments for the purpose of setoff until such time as the exact amount of damages due the
DEPARTMENT from the RECIPIENT is determined.

2. Insufficient Funds. The obligation of the DEPARTMENT to make payments is
contingent on the availability of state and federal funds through legislative appropriation and
state allotment. When this agreement crosses over state fiscal years the obligation of the
DEPARTMENT is contingent upon the appropriation of funds during the next fiscal year. The
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failure to appropriate or allot such funds shall be good cause to terminate this agreement as
provided in paragraph K.1 above.

When this agreement crosses the RECIPIENT's fiscal year, the obligation of the
RECIPIENT to continue or complete the project described herein shall be contingent upon
appropriation of funds by the RECIPIENT's governing body; Provided, however, that nothing
contained herein shall preclude the DEPARTMENT from demanding repayment of ALL funds
paid to the RECIPIENT in accordance with Section O herein.

3. Failure to Commence Work. In the event the RECIPIENT fails to commence
work on the project funded herein within four months after the effective date of this agreement,
or by any date mutually agreed upon in writing for commencement of work, the DEPARTMENT
reserves the right to terminate this agreement.

L. WAIVER

Waiver of any RECIPIENT default is not a waiver of any subsequent default. Waiver of
a breach of any provision of this agreement is not a waiver of any subsequent breach and will
not be construed as a modification of the terms of this agreement unless stated as such in
writing by the authorized representative of the DEPARTMENT.

M. PROPERTY RIGHTS

1. Copyrights and Patents. When the RECIPIENT creates any copyrightable
materials or invents any patentable property, the RECIPIENT may copyright or patent the same
but the DEPARTMENT retains a royalty-free, nonexclusive and irrevocable license to
reproduce, publish, recover or otherwise use the material(s) or property and to authorize others
to use the same for federal, state or local government purposes.

Where federal funding is involved, the federal government may have a
proprietary interest in patent rights to any inventions that are developed by the RECIPIENT as
provided in 35 U.S.C. 200-212.

2, Publications. When the RECIPIENT or persons employed by the RECIPIENT
use or publish information of the DEPARTMENT,; present papers, lectures, or seminars
involving information supplied by the DEPARTMENT; use logos, reports, maps or other data, in
printed reports, signs, brochures, pamphlets, etc., appropriate credit shall be given to the
DEPARTMENT.

3. Tangible Property Rights. The DEPARTMENT's current edition of
"Administrative Requirements for Ecology Grants and Loans", Part V, shall control the use and
disposition of all real and personal property purchased wholly or in part with funds furnished by
the DEPARTMENT in the absence of state, federal statute(s), regulation(s), or policy(s) to the
contrary or upon specific instructions with respect thereto in the Scope of Work.

4, Personal Property Furnished by the DEPARTMENT. When the DEPARTMENT
provides personal property directly to the RECIPIENT for use in performance of the project, it
shall be returned to the DEPARTMENT prior to final payment by the DEPARTMENT. If said
property is lost, stolen or damaged while in the RECIPIENT's possession, the DEPARTMENT
shall be reimbursed in cash or by setoff by the RECIPIENT for the fair market value of such
property.

5. Acquisition Projects. The following provisions shall apply if the project covered
by this agreement includes funds for the acquisition of land or facilities:
a. Prior to disbursement of funds provided for in this agreement, the

RECIPIENT shall establish that the cost of land/or facilities is fair and reasonable.

b. The RECIPIENT shall provide satisfactory evidence of title or ability to
acquire title for each parcel prior to disbursement of funds provided by this agreement. Such
evidence may include title insurance policies, Torrens certificates, or abstracts, and attorney's
opinions establishing that the land is free from any impediment, lien, or claim which would
impair the uses contemplated by this agreement.
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6. Conversions. Regardless of the contract termination date shown on the cover
sheet, the RECIPIENT shall not at any time convert any equipment, property or facility acquired
or developed pursuant to this agreement to uses other than those for which assistance was
originally approved without prior written approval of the DEPARTMENT. Such approval may be
conditioned upon payment to the DEPARTMENT of that portion of the proceeds of the sale,
lease or other conversion or encumbrance which monies granted pursuant to this agreement
bear to the total acquisition, purchase or construction costs of such property.

N. RECYCLED/RECYCLABLE PAPER

All documents and materials published under this agreement shall be produced on
recycled paper containing the highest level of post consumer and recycled content that is
available. At a minimum, paper with 10 percent post consumer content and 50 percent recycled
content shall be used. Whenever possible, all materials shall be published on paper that is
unbieached or has not been treated with chlorine gas and/or hypochlorite.

As appropriate, all materials shall be published on both sides of the paper and shall
minimize the use of glossy or colored paper and other items which reduce the recyclability of the
document.

0. RECOVERY OF PAYMENTS TO RECIPIENT

The right of the RECIPIENT to retain monies paid to it as reimbursement payments is
contingent upon satisfactory performance of this agreement including the satisfactory
completion of the project described in the Scope of Work. In the event the RECIPIENT fails, for
any reason, to perform obligations required of it by this agreement, the RECIPIENT may, at the
DEPARTMENT's sole discretion, be required to repay to the DEPARTMENT all grant/loan funds
disbursed to the RECIPIENT for those parts of the project that are rendered worthless in the
opinion of the DEPARTMENT by such failure to perform.

Interest shall accrue at the rate of twelve percent (12%) per annum from the time the
DEPARTMENT demands repayment of funds. If payments have been discontinued by the
DEPARTMENT due to insufficient funds as in Section K.2 above, the RECIPIENT shall not be
obligated to repay monies which had been paid to the RECIPIENT prior to such termination.
Any property acquired under this agreement, at the option of the DEPARTMENT, may become
the DEPARTMENT'S property and the RECIPIENT'S liability to repay monies shall be reduced
by an amount reflecting the fair value of such property.

P. PROJECT APPROVAL

The extent and character of all work and services to be performed under this agreement
by the RECIPIENT shall be subject to the review and approval of the DEPARTMENT through
the Project Officer or other designated official to whom the RECIPIENT shall report and be
responsible. In the event there is a dispute with regard to the extent and character of the work
to be done, the determination of the Project Officer or other designated official as to the extent
and character of the work to be done shall govern. The RECIPIENT shall have the right to
appeal decisions as provided for below.

Q. DISPUTES

Except as otherwise provided in this agreement, any dispute concerning a question of
fact arising under this agreement which is not disposed of in writing shall be decided by the
Project Officer or other designated official who shall provide a written statement of decision to
the RECIPIENT. The decision of the Project Officer or other designated official shall be final
and conclusive unless, within thirty days from the date of receipt of such statement, the
RECIPIENT mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director of the DEPARTMENT a written appeal.

In connection with appeal of any proceeding under this clause, the RECIPIENT shalll
have the opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of this appeal. The decision of
the Director or duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be
final and conclusive. Appeals from the Director's determination shall be brought in the Superior
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Court of Thurston County. Review of the decision of the Director will not be sought before either
the Pollution Control Hearings Board or the Shoreline Hearings Board. Pending final decision
of dispute hereunder, the RECIPIENT shall proceed diligently with the performance of this
agreement and in accordance with the decision rendered.

S. INDEMNIFICATION

1. The DEPARTMENT shall in no way be held responsible for payment of salaries,
consultant's fees, and other costs related to the project described herein, except as provided in
the Scope of Work.

2. To the extent that the Constitution and laws of the State of Washington permit,
each party shall indemnify and hold the other harmless from and against any liability for any or
ali injuries to persons or property arising from the negligent act or omission of that party or that
party's agents or employees arising out of this agreement.

T. GOVERNING LAW

This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington.
u. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this agreement or any provision of any document incorporated by
reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this
agreement which can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions
of this agreement are declared to be severable.

2.48.010 Creation.

The city council desires to avail itself of the powers conferred by an act of the legislature
of the state, entitled “An act relating to city, town, county and regional planning and the
creation, organization, duties and powers of planning commissions,” approved by the
governor of the state on April 11, 1935, and being Chapter 44 of the Session Laws of
1935 of the state (Chapter 35.63 RCW), and pursuant to such desire, does hereby create
as part of the city government, a city planning commission in and for the city. (Ord. 31 §
1, 1957).

2.48.020 Members — Term — Vacancies.

A. The city planning commission shall consist of seven members. At least five members
must be city residents; one member may be employed in the city of Fife; and one member
may reside within the Fife urban growth area. All members shall serve for four-year
terms. Vacancies shall be filled by the city council.

B. Members may be removed by the city council after public hearing for inefficiency,
neglect of duty or malfeasance in office. Any member who fails to attend three
consecutive regularly scheduled meetings of the planning commission, without being
excused by the commission, or misses six regularly scheduled meetings of the planning
commission within any six-month period shall be deemed to have forfeited his office.

C. Vacancies occurring other than through the expiration of terms shall be filled for the
unexpired term.

D. If a planning commission member disqualifies himself from participating in the
deliberations and the decision-making process with respect to a matter pending before the
agency due to a conflict of interest or an appearance of fairness problem, the mayor,
without council confirmation, may appoint a person to serve as an alternate on the
planning commission to serve in regard to such a matter for the disqualified member.

E. The planning commission shall hold a regular meeting at least once each month;
provided, the meeting may be cancelled in the event there is no business to come before
the commission at said meeting. Special meetings may be called at such times as the
commission may determine in order to efficiently conduct its business. There shall be a
fixed time and place for the meetings of the commission, which shall be open to the
public, except as otherwise provided by law. (Ord. 1577-05 § 1, 2006; Ord. 1473 § 1,
2002; Ord. 1216 § 1, 1995; Ord. 1013 § 1, 1990; Ord. 954 § 1, 1988; Ord. 325 § 1, 1974;
Ord. 31 § 2, 1957). :

2.48.030 Powers and duties.

The planning commission shall have the following duties:

A. Prepare a comprehensive plan for anticipating and influencing the orderly and
coordinated development of land and building uses within the code city and its environs.
The comprehensive plan shall contain all elements as set forth in RCW 35A.63.061 and
35A.63.062;

B. Promulgate procedural rules governing the operation of the planning commission;
provided, however, said rules shall not be effective until approved by the council;

C. Serve as an advisory body to the city manager and to the council;

D. Perform such other duties as the council may direct by ordinance, resolution or

motion. (Ord. 1398 § 11, 2000; Ord. 954 § 2, 1988; Ord. 325 § 4, 1974; Ord. 31 § 3,
1957).

REPORT IN BRIEF: This is an opportunity for the City Council to review, discuss and amend if

necessary the Planning Commission Work Plan and the necessary Comprehensive Plan Amendments
for 2010.

BACKGROUND: RCW36.70A.130(4)(a): “On or before December 1, 2004, and every seven years
thereafter, for Clallam, Clark, Jefferson, King, Kitsap, Pierce, Snohomish, Thurston, and Whatcom
counties and the cities within those counties to revise their comprehensive plans and development
regulations to ensure the plan and regulations comply with the requirements of this chapter.” This
work plan has outlined the elements that would need to be updated.

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS: There have been a number of changes to the GMA (Growth
Management Act) over many years, and the seven year update is the time that Comprehensive Plans
and development regulations are expected to be updated to include those changes. The Washington
State Department of Commerce (formerly know as the Department of Community Trade and
Economic Development, or CTED) has provided cities and counties with checklists for their
comprehensive plans and development regulations. The proposed work plan and the Department of
Commerce Checklist for Cities are attached to this document. Staff has made a first attempt at filling

out the checklist to see what amendments may be needed and created the work plan for 2010
accordingly.

The State provides funding and technical assistance during these periods. Because of budget
shortfalls the funding has been eliminated and the grant money offered by the Department of
Commerce is gone. So far, the law has not changed and the updates are still due, but there is some
rumor that the legislature will extend the deadline on the GMA updates 2 or 3 years. If this were to
happen, the work plan could be divided over the next two years, rather than all this year.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: The City Council review or amend if necessary the proposed
2010 Planning Commission Work Plan.
